	As part of the National Health Service’s Primary Care Trust initiative of introducing a local care centre in Walkden, it was considered appropriate that additional waiting restrictions be introduced on the existing adopted highway cul-de-sac of Smith Street, Walkden.

The Care Centre was being constructed on land to the north of Smith Street and on what was previously a public car park available for general use.  Although the new centre would have a car park accessed off a new traffic signal junction on Bolton Road to the west of the site, the development had reduced the area available for attendees’ vehicles and funeral corteges to the nearby Walkden Congregational Church.

Accordingly, it was proposed that in addition to the construction of a turning facility side leg on the south side of Smith Street, further 24 hour waiting restrictions, and a section of permit holders only parking bay be introduced, to assist all vehicles using Smith Street.

The Permit Holders Only waiting bay would be for the use of the Walkden Congregational Church attendees with the number of permits to be decided with the church authorities.  To prevent the street from being blocked, it was considered that 24 hour no waiting restrictions be introduced on the remaining sections of the street, adjacent the new Care Centre, and around the cul-de-sac end and turning facility side leg.  It was anticipated that there would be a general exemption to the waiting restrictions for funeral corteges attending the church.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendations.
