4.0
BACKGROUND

4.1 Suggestions for a Residents' Parking Scheme around Hope Hospital were placed before the Planning and Development Services Committee on 21st October 1999.  The Committee resolved to:

(i)
approve the principle of such a scheme 

(ii) undertake a detailed consultation with residents affected

4.2 Details of the suggested scheme and some possible variants were sent to affected households and occupiers were invited to submit their comments on the proposals. The suggested scheme met with disapproval from the residents and was subsequently withdrawn by the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel on 16th March 2000. 

4.3 Following discussions with the Hope Action Group and Ward Members a smaller scale scheme was proposed and implemented for the Meadowgate area. This concentrated on Meadowgate Road which was acknowledged as being the worst affected of the roads in close proximity to the Hospital. It was agreed that further work should be carried out on the remaining areas.

4.4 A public consultation exercise was recently undertaken on the remaining areas. The results of which are presented in this report.

5.0
DETAILS

5.1
Layout details of the scheme were discussed by Council Officers, Ward Members and the Hope Action Group prior to full consultation with the residents.

5.2
As per the Meadowgate scheme this scheme incorporates areas with marked bays and plates and areas where only advisory signs are provided.


5.3 In the consultation residents were asked the following:

a) Whether they were in favour or against the scheme.

b) If in favour whether they wanted a scheme to operate Mon-Fri or 7 days a week.

c) If in favour whether they wanted a scheme to operate 9 to 5 or 24 hrs a day.

Residents in Phase 2 North were given the option of having a parking bay on either the west side of the carriageway (option A) or the east side of the carriageway (option B) at the southern end of Park Road.

5.4 It is not intended to introduce Phase 2 North B in the first instance. These roads will continue to be monitored following the implementation of Phase 2 North A and further works will be carried out if required.

5.5 Prior to the consultation it was suggested that proposals to introduce 10 metre corner protection orders would be contentious. In the event they have evoked very little comment.

5.6 During the consultation it became apparent that limited waiting would be required for non permit holders in some of the marked bays and it is suggested that this should be 2 hours along Victoria Road in order to cater for the shops, doctor and dentist with half hour limits in all other areas.

Phase 2 North A

Residents Parking Scheme on Wilton Road (and associated cul de sacs), Voltaire Avenue ,Vestris Drive & Rugby Road


24 hours a day 


7 days a week


With matching corner protection and limited waiting as appropriate.

Residents Parking Scheme on Victoria Road (and associated cul de sacs) , Park Road, Vandyke Avenue & Venesta Avenue.


Monday to Friday


9 am to 5 pm

With matching corner protection and limited waiting as appropriate.


Phase 2 South

Residents Parking Scheme


24 hours a day


7 days a week

With matching corner protection and limited waiting as appropriate.


Phase 2 North B


To be monitored
