     (a) SPRINGSIDE AVENUE, WALKDEN, WORSLEY

In 1995, following consultation with the residents, approval was given to the removal of the Prohibition of Driving Order on Cecil Street and the installation of two additional road humps.  In addition to this, approval was also given to the installation of four road humps on Springside Avenue to deter drivers from using this route in preference to continuing along Cecil Street/Whittle Street.

However, although the Prohibition of Driving Order was removed and the additional road humps installed on Cecil Street, to date, the road humps on Springside Avenue have not been introduced.  Consequently, as several years have now passed, it was considered prudent to re-consult with the residents of the area as to whether or not they were in favour of traffic calming measures being introduced on Springside Avenue.

A total of 282 consultation letters were delivered and the results are as follows:-

Residents were also invited to give comments as to why they were in favour or against the proposal.    

Of those against the introduction of traffic calming measures, the main comments relate to residents objecting to road humps outside their property and concerns that the traffic will be diverted onto their roads instead of using Springside Avenue.  This latter concern is one also expressed by several residents in favour of the proposal.

With regards to the positioning of the traffic calming measures, the plan only indicated possible locations and if approved, the scheme would be subject to a detailed design at which time residents concerns would be considered.

Although the residents are concerned that vehicles will transfer onto Meadowside Avenue, Sportside Avenue and Stoneyside Avenue, it is considered unlikely that this will occur, as there is no benefit to gain other than to avoid two of the traffic calming features on Springside Avenue.  With regards to the use of Sharp Street several complaints have been received from the residents of this road and consequently arrangements have been made for traffic surveys to be undertaken. 

As the results of the consultation indicate that the majority of respondents are in favour of traffic calming measures it is proposed that the scheme should proceed.  However, the original proposal was for four bus friendly flat top road humps on Springside Avenue rather than speed cushions.  Consequently, if road humps were to be introduced, as the proposals were advertised prior to December 1996 we have no Legal requirement to re-advertise and the scheme could proceed to 

detailed design.  If speed cushions are to be introduced, however, the proposals would have to be advertised and objections invited. Emergency Services and GMPTE indicated a preference to speed cushions as they are easier to negotiate, it is therefore recommended that 8 speed cushions be introduced on Springside Avenue.

(b)   ANDOC AVENUE, BARTON, ECCLES

Complaints have been received from residents of Andoc Avenue and adjacent streets, regarding parking problems on Andoc Avenue and at its junction with Kearton Drive.

Andoc Avenue and Kearton Drive are residential access roads, however they are used for all day parking by people working in the nearby Eccles town centre. At present parking is uncontrolled leading to obstruction of forward visibility and visibility splays at the junctions. Often parking on both sides of this relatively narrow road ( 5.5  metres )  causes obstruction to service vehicles and would obstruct the emergency services.

The introduction of waiting restrictions, along the south west side of Andoc Avenue and as junction protection at its junction with Kearton Drive, would regularize the parking along Andoc Avenue, protect forward visibility along the curve and visibility splays at its junction with Kearton Drive. Thus ensuring, as far as possible, unobstructed access for service/emergency vehicles, with no meaningful reduction in the level of parking provision. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

(c) MONTON GREEN, ECCLES

Monton Green slip road has been suffering from excessive traffic at peak times due to its use as a ‘rat run’ by motorists avoiding congestion at Monton Road Roundabout.

Traffic speed and volume counts have been taken and the results show that up to 320 cars use Monton Green during the morning peak with a weekday average 85th percentile speed of 28.3 mph.

Monton Green is a narrow (4.0m) residential road with a narrow (1.0m) footway with residential driveways.

Monton Residents Association have requested that the City Council take action to stop the ‘rat running’.

A questionnaire was sent to residents of Monton Green and 18 responses received. The results are summarised below:

The summary indicates strong support for action to be taken with either the stopping up of the road or the introduction of traffic calming the most popular options. The introduction of traffic calming measures would not be appropriate in this case because the main problem is ‘rat running’ in order to jump the queue for Monton Road Roundabout and even with traffic calming Monton Green would still be the quicker route. Therefore it is proposed to stop up Monton Green at its eastern end, and to create a cul-de-sac. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

A letter has been received from a resident requesting that something be done to prevent parking at the end of Arnside Drive.

Arnside Drive is a short cul-de-sac, approximately 45 metres long, located off Lancaster Road. It has a turning head at its end which it is claimed can be blocked up with parked vehicles. As a result of these turning problems, damage has been caused to the doors of the garage to No. 38 Lancaster Road (located within Arnside Drive).The current parking provision is as follows. Each residency has off-street parking for at least one vehicle each with most having space for two. The north side of the main stretch is also used for parking.

The provision of double yellow lines around the turning head and on the south side are aimed at preventing such turning problems and also ensuring constant access through the street. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

A letter has been received from the University of Salford Health Service regarding access problems along Coomassie Street at its junction with Seedley Road. The area around this junction is subject to parking problems related to the nearby school and from the Medical Centre.

The Medical Centre now currently advise all visitors to park in their car park situated on Coomassie Street but the problem of parked cars blocking and hindering access still persists.

At present, there is no waiting at any time on Seedley Road but no Order on Coomassie Street. In order to improve access and safety at this junction it is proposed to introduce junction protection markings consisting of no waiting at any time on both sides of Coomassie Street from its junction with Seedley Road for a distance of 15 metres. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

A letter has been received from a resident via the Cromwell Road Housing Officer regarding turning problems at the junction of Douglas Green with Langley Road South. The resident also requests that a solution be provided to the problem of visitors to the library/community centre using up too many parking spaces.

In response to the turning difficulties it is proposed that junction protection markings are introduced, resulting in no waiting at any time on both sides of Douglas Green for a distance of 15 metres from Langley Road South.

In addition to this proposal, the community centre is currently in the process of introducing fencing and gates to their car park with the access from Concorde Place being closed off and a new access created via Douglas Green.

The improvements to the car park are expected to result in the majority of visitors using it rather than parking on street. However, it is considered that vehicles may still park up to and across the new access resulting in poor visibility and hindrance to vehicles accessing the car park.

As a result the location will be monitored for a period of 6 months after the improvements have been installed. If there is evidence of visibility, turning, access or parking problems related to the development, the developers will be requested to fund the introduction of an appropriate traffic management scheme.

Such a scheme would be likely to consist of the introduction of waiting restrictions on Douglas Green. It is considered that a no waiting at any time restriction should be introduced on the north west of Douglas Green from 15 metres north east of the eastern kerbline of Langley Road South for a distance of 45 metres in a north easterly direction, subject to being necessary. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

SALISBURY ROAD, SWINTON

A petition has been received from the residents of Salisbury Road, Swinton regarding the speed and volume of traffic using the road. It is claimed that vehicles use the road to avoid the junction of Partington Lane and Worsley Road, particularly during the evening peak period when queuing traffic, on Worsley Road, makes turning right out of Partington Lane difficult. It is further claimed that there is a problem during the evening period with grief riders.

In order to ascertain the extent of the problem, arrangements were made for speed and volume surveys to be undertaken by the Greater Manchester Transportation Unit. These surveys were carried out during the period 25th January 2002 – 4th February 2002 and revealed 85%ile speeds of 24.7 mph westbound and 24.9 mph eastbound with a maximum vehicle flow of 33 vehicles per hour westbound and 34 vehicles per hour eastbound.

It is considered that the results of these surveys do not indicate there is a problem regarding the speed and volume of vehicles using the road and consequently the introduction of traffic calming measures cannot be justified. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

ELLESMERE SHOPPING CENTRE AND RETAIL PARK, WALKDEN, WORSLEY

A request was made by the Hackney Carriage Association to provide a Mandatory Hackney Carriage Stand at the Ellesmere Shopping Centre, Walkden, Worsley. After due consideration, Committee approved the introduction of a 4 bay stand on the car park adjacent to Lady Harriet Walk. The proposal was advertised on site and no objections received. However, when the works were due to commence on site, the Centre Manager reported that an agreement had not been reached with the owners of the Centre and consequently work could not be carried out until this agreement was signed.

Following discussions with the owners of the Centre, it was agreed that they would have no objections to a 2 bay Mandatory Hackney Carriage Stand being introduced adjacent to Lady Harriet Walk. In addition, it was also agreed to install a three bay feeder rank adjacent to unit No.42 (Kentucky Fried Chicken).

However, concerns were also expressed by the owners of the Centre that provision should be made for Private Hire vehicles to drop off and pick up passengers.  Consequently, it was agreed that the introduction of double yellow lines prior to the Hackney Carriage Stand would allow Private Hire vehicles to drop off and pick up passengers only, whilst preventing any long term waiting in this area.

The owners of the Centre have now entered into a written agreement with the City Council to enable the installation of a 2 bay Mandatory Hackney Carriage Stand, a 3 bay feeder rank and 24 hour waiting restrictions. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.

 (i)  GRAVEL LANE, BLACKFRIARS

As the Unit will be aware the existing Controlled Parking Zone Order is currently in the process of been revoked and replaced with a new order to take into account the introduction of on-street pay and display machines which will replace the old parking meters.

The new order does not effectively alter any of the existing waiting restrictions in the area other than in those locations where the highway has been stopped up and therefore the restriction is obsolete.  It was incorrectly thought that because Gravel Lane between its junctions with Blackfriars Road and Bury Street had been partially stopped up and a prohibition of driving except for access order had been made over the remaining section that the 24 hour waiting restrictions were no longer required and therefore this part of Gravel Lane was omitted in error from the proposed new order.

Part of Gravel Lane is as stated above covered by a Prohibition of Driving Except For Access Order which is enforceable by the Police. This allows only those bone-fide visitors to premises with direct access off Gravel Lane to drive along this particular section of Gravel Lane.  In order to prevent the road becoming congested with parked vehicles and so retain vehicular access to the Church parking area and other business’ a 24 hour prohibition of waiting order is required.  This would still allow blue badge holders to park for up to 3 hours whilst visiting the church.

At the time of writing this report the new Controlled Parking Zone Order is still in the process of been made and therefore there is not a sealed order to amend.  It is therefore recommended that once the new order is sealed an amendment is advertised to include a prohibition of waiting on the relevant section of Gravel Lane. Emergency services have no objections to the proposals.
