HGV Urban Core Parking Scheme


	Proposal
:
	In 1983 the City of Salford incorporated a scheme to control the environmental nuisance caused by the indiscriminate overnight parking of heavy goods vehicles.  The scheme only permitted parking for this category of vehicle at designated parking areas.

The initial scheme only incorporated certain areas within the City of Salford which fell within what was now referred to as the M60 orbital motorway, but this was subsequently amended in 1992 so that the entire area of the City of Salford was encompassed within the scheme.

Recently the City Council had started to receive a number of complaints about the number of heavy goods vehicles, which were parking within non designated areas.

An initial assessment into the problem identified that since the  implementation of the scheme and its subsequent amendment, no work had been conducted to maintain the parking areas to an acceptable standard.

It was established that some of the designated parking areas had already been removed due to changes in land use and in some cases parking areas, which were still in place did not comply fully with the directions set within the schedules of the existing Traffic Regulation Order.

It was therefore considered that a complete review of the scheme was required so that the Traffic Regulation Order could be amended to reflect what was currently in place and at the same time all the parking areas were assessed to ensure that their location could still perform the function for which they were originally intended.

From this assessment it was evident that some parking areas would require removal from the existing Traffic Regulation Order, therefore a series of new locations had been identified which could provide overnight parking facilities for these categories of vehicle.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendations.

Cawdor Street : All that part of the south west side of Cawdor Street, Patricroft, which was bounded on the south west by so much of the edge of the carriageway of that highway as extends from a point 30 metres north west of a point opposite its junction with Armitage Street for a distance of 45 metres in a north westerly direction and which had a width throughout of 3 metres or thereabouts.

Gaythorn Street : All that part of the west side of Gaythorn Street, Salford, which was bounded on the west by so much of the edge of the carriageway of that highway as extends from a point 15 metres south of Hulme Street for a distance of 60 metres in a southerly direction and which had a width throughout of 3 metres or thereabouts.

THAT the following section of West Egerton Street : All that part of the west side of West Egerton Street, Salford, which was bounded on the west by so much of the edge of the carriageway of that highway as extends from a point 30 metres south of Liverpool Street for a distance of 150 metres in a southerly direction and which had a width throughout of 3 metres or thereabouts be amended, to read, ‘West Egerton Street, west side, from a point 30 metres south west of the junction with Liverpool Street for a distance of 105 metres in a south westerly direction’.

· Little Hulton

Lester Road, west side, from a point 99 metres south of the junction with Manchester Road West for a distance of 30 metres in a southerly direction.

Hope Street, north side, from a point 15 metres south east of the junction with Blucher Street for a distance of 75 metres in a south easterly direction.

Montford Street, south side, from a point 20 metres south east of the junction with Vere Street for a distance of 60 metres in a south easterly direction.

Montford Street, south side, from a point 25 metres south east of the junction with West Ashton Street for a distance of 45 metres in a south easterly direction.

· Irlam

Darby Road, north west side, from a point 156 metres south east of the junction with Cadishead Way for a distance of 30 metres in a south easterly direction.

Lamplight Way, east side, from a point 128 metres south east of the junction with Agecroft Park Circle for a distance of 45 metres in a south easterly direction.

North George Street, Salford



	Proposal
:
	Greater Manchester Police had recently highlighted a number of issues which were being experienced along North George Street due to the number and manner in which vehicles were being parked along this road.

Observations had been conducted during which vehicles were observed parking on both sides of the road between the junctions with Peru Street and Cannon Street.  Vehicles were also parking within the confines of these junctions causing visibility difficulties for motorists.  During the period of observations, it was noted that the occupants of the parked vehicles were using the Salford University facility situated on Peru Street.

Greater Manchester Police subsequently introduced no waiting cones along one side of North George Street, which had temporarily controlled the manner of parking due to a period of stringent enforcement.  Salford University had recently acquired the Farmer Norton site adjacent to their property on Peru Street.  Work had recently commenced developing the land into a car park which was due to become operational within the near future, however, it was still envisaged that vehicles would continue to park along North George Street.

It was therefore proposed to introduce an experimental no waiting order to control the current situation.  This would enable the vehicle migration to be assessed within the area and at the end of the experimental period, the measures could be assessed for their overall effectiveness to identify whether to revoke, amend or make the order permanent.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

Old Vicarage Gardens/Church Road, Walkden, Worsley


	Proposal
:
	A complaint had been received from a resident of Old Vicarage Gardens regarding the parking of vehicles on Church Road.  It was claimed that vehicles often parked right up to the junction with Vicarage Gardens and access was further restricted when vehicles were parked on both sides of Church Road.  Concerns had also be expressed that the emergency services, if required, would not be able to gain access to Old Vicarage Gardens or the northern end of Church Road.

Observations taken on site had revealed that parking at this location did create problems of access particularly at the southern end where there were properties on both sides of the road.

Therefore, in order to assist access into and out of Old Vicarage Gardens, whilst keeping displacement to a minimum, it was proposed to introduce a 15 metre length of no waiting at any time restrictions on the western side of Church Road from the southern kerbline of Old Vicarage Gardens.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

Victoria Road, Salford


	Proposal
:
	Since the introduction of the Hope Hospital Residents’ Parking Scheme, several complaints had been received from the dentist practice located on Victoria Road, Salford.

At the present time, vehicles were permitted to park in the resident parking bays for up to 30 minutes without having to display a parking permit.  Problems arose when patients whose treatment was expected to last longer than this time had to borrow a permit from the practice.  It was claimed that despite their efforts to encourage patients to return the permits, which included asking for a deposit, some were not returned.

The dentist had suggested that he be allowed to issue temporary permits to his patients or that they be allowed to purchase a voucher from a machine located in his surgery.  However, it was considered that neither of the suggestions were feasible to implement, as they may lead to the scheme being abused.

When the residents parking scheme was first proposed, it was intended to introduce a 2 hour limited waiting period within the bays adjacent to the dental practice.  However, this proposal received strong opposition from the residents of Victoria Road.

However, it was considered that a limited waiting bay could be introduced outside the confines of the current parking scheme, on the eastern side of Victoria Road.  The bay would permit waiting for a period of 1 hour with no return within 2 hours and would operate 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  This would not only assist the dental practice but also the businesses on Eccles Old Road.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	As part of the planning approval for the construction of new houses on the Wildbrook Estate Phases 2 and 3, it was proposed that traffic calming measures be introduced.  These would consist of speed cushions on Wildbrook Road and Alderbrook Road as well of a Prohibition of Driving Order on Wildbrook Road.  A new turning head would also be provided on Wildbrook Road.

The scheme was required to prevent the roads being used by rat-running traffic and was to be funded by the developer.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation and it was agreed that if residents objected to the Prohibition of Driving, then this would be replaced with two speed cushions.

Leigh Road, Boothstown, Worsley



	Proposal
:
	A complaint had been received regarding the all day parking of vehicles on both sides of Leigh Road, Boothstown, Worsley.  It was claimed that this parking made it difficult for people, particularly disabled drivers, to visit the Post Office, situated close to the junction with Simpson Road.

Observations taken on site at various times of the day had confirmed that parking did take place on both sides of the road right up to the junction with Simpson Road.  However, the junction was very wide and although not ideal, vehicles parked at this location did not obstruct vehicles from turning into or out of Leigh Road.

It was, however, appreciated that there did appear to be a considerable amount of all day parking and that this may make it difficult for visitors to the Post Office and quite possibly the dentist’s surgery.

Consequently, it was proposed to introduce a section of limited waiting along the western side of Leigh Road, to assist visitors to the local businesses whilst keeping displacement to a minimum.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

Guild Avenue, Walkden, Worsley


	Proposal
:
	A petition had been received from the residents of Guild Avenue, Walkden, regarding the parking of vehicles in the avenue by none residents.  It was claimed that on occasions vehicles had been parked in the avenue for long periods of time whilst the owners had gone away on holiday.

The residents had requested the introduction of an Access Only Order to prevent this parking taking place, but they had stated that they would not wish to prevent visitors to the Guild Hall or the bowling green, from gaining access.

The residents had been informed that such an Order would be unlikely to receive approval from Greater Manchester Police as without constant Police attention it would be difficult to enforce.  In addition, Access Only Orders state that nothing would prohibit vehicles from gaining access to premises on or adjacent to the specified road.

The residents were therefore consulted on whether or not they would support the introduction of a residents’ only parking scheme. A total of 11 letters were delivered and 7 replies received.  Of these, 4 were in favour of a residents’ parking scheme, 2 were against and 1 did not indicate.  However, it should also be noted that of the replies received 3 contained requests for an Access Only Order.

As these results did not indicate a clear majority view either for or against the proposal, the views of the Unit were requested on the residents’ request for an Access Only Order, or the introduction of a Residents’ Parking Scheme.  Greater Manchester Police confirmed they would not support an Access Only Order and if a Residents’ Parking Scheme was to be considered, this would result in less available parking space.  It was therefore agreed that no action should be taken.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

Lancaster Road, Salford


	Proposal
:
	Complaints had been received regarding Hope Hospital staff parking their vehicles outside residential properties numbered 114 to 128 Lancaster Road.  It was claimed that vehicles obstructed driveways and also compromised sightlines when turning out of Cholmondeley Road onto Lancaster Road.

Observations on site confirmed that the parked vehicles did hinder sightlines, however, vehicles were not observed obstructing driveways.  Consequently, a consultation was carried out with the residents highlighting two options available to alleviate the problems they may be experiencing.  The first option was to extend the current No Waiting 8.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. Monday to Friday restrictions on Lancaster Road to a point 15 metres north of Cholmondeley Road, which would prevent all day parking outside their properties.  The second option was to introduce the same restrictions on Lancaster Road, from its junction with Cholmondeley Road in a southerly direction for a distance of 25 metres, which would prevent vehicles compromising sightlines but still allow some parking to take place.

Eight consultation letters were delivered and seven had been returned, of which five supported the extension of the current restrictions on Lancaster Road to a point 15 metres north of Cholmondeley Road.  However, the Unit agreed to extend the length of restrictions to a point 15 metres north of Hayfield Road and also introduce restrictions on Hayfield Road and Cholmondeley Road to protect the junctions.  

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendations.

	At the present time, Ford Street, Salford 3, had in place three separate Traffic Regulation Orders.  These prohibited waiting at any time, no waiting 8.00 a.m. - 6.00 p.m. Monday to Saturday, waiting limited to half an hour in any two hour period and provision of a disabled parking bay.

However, it had been noted that when the disabled bay was introduced the existing waiting restrictions were incorrectly revoked and two types of restriction now cover the same area of highway.

In order that the Traffic Regulation Orders correctly reflect the markings and signage on Ford Street, it was proposed to revoke the existing three Orders and consolidate them into one Order.  This action had also been requested by Parking Services, as confusion had arisen in the past when a fixed penalty charge notice had been challenged and the corresponding Traffic Regulation Order had to be produced.

One of the Orders, however, also covered a short length of limited waiting on Browning Street, Salford, and it was necessary to include this in the consolidation Order.
