	Meyrick Road was the access road from Belvedere Road, for the newly opened Pendleton Police Station and the residential flats for Salford University. 

From its junction with Belvedere Road, the alignment of Meyrick Road was formed on a relatively straight section of carriageway leading to a sharp left hand bend.  The road alignment then continued into a straight section of carriageway leading to a junction on the left hand side which afforded an access and exit point to the residential flats for Salford University.  The road then continued to the rear access/exit point for Pendleton Police Station.

Since the opening of the police station, Greater Manchester Police had undertaken a health and safety assessment and identified that due to the current manner in which vehicles were parked along Meyrick Road, conflicting situations were occurring especially when officers were on response to incidents.  Near miss collisions on the approach to the bend situated on Meyrick Road had been reported by several officers.  Their situation was confounded by the fact that due to their close proximity to residential properties they were unable to use their sirens which prevented them from adequately warning other road users of their approach and compromised their ability to respond to incidents promptly.

Site investigations had been carried out and confirmed that parking occurred on both sides of Meyrick Road during the course of the working day.  It had also been established that in the main the parked vehicles along Meyrick Road belonged to people attending Salford University and commuters for Manchester City Centre.

To address this situation it was proposed to introduce a series of waiting regulations to prevent the conflict from occurring and at the same time affording a balance which provided a level of parking to assist the local community.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	(1) THAT ‘NO WAITING AT ANY TIME’ be introduced as follows:-

· Meyrick Road

East Side:
From its junction with the northerly kerbline of Belvedere Road for a distance 27.5m in a northerly direction.



From a point 49.5m north of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Belvedere Road for a distance of 69m in a northerly then north westerly direction.

West Side:
From its junction with the northerly kerbline of Belvedere Road for a distance of 142m in a northerly then north westerly direction.

North Side:
From a point 186.5m north and then north west of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Belvedere Road for a distance of 3m in a north westerly direction.


(2) THAT ‘NO WAITING, MONDAY TO FRIDAY, 8AM TO 5PM’ be introduced as follows:-

From a point 142m north and then north west of the junction with the northern kerbline of Belvedere Road for a distance of 39m in a north westerly direction.

	A request had been received from Irlam Primary School for the introduction of School Keep Clear Markings on Elsinore Avenue, Irlam. 

The school had encountered problems with parked vehicles despite “no waiting at any time” restrictions being in place.  Each morning the school caretaker placed cones along the full length of the yellow lines to stop parents parking their vehicles.

There was a shared pedestrian/vehicular access to the school that was covered by the restrictions, however, it was proposed to introduce mandatory school keep clear markings which would prevent vehicles from dropping off/parking outside the entrance between the hours of 8.00 am to 5.00 pm Monday to Friday.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	THAT ‘SCHOOL KEEP CLEAR MARKINGS’ be introduced as follows:-

· Elsinore Avenue, south side, from a point 43 metres west of the western kerbline of Liverpool Road in a westerly direction for a distance of 31 metres.

NEW MOSS ROAD, CADISHEAD



	Proposal
:
	It had been brought to the attention of the Traffic Management Section that when the recreation ground off Rowson Drive, Cadishead was being utilised, vehicles were being parked on the junctions of Rowson Drive, Lynthorpe Avenue, and Brentwood Avenue, off New Moss Road.

A site visit was carried out whilst the recreation ground was in use and due to the vast amount of spectators, vehicles were parked on the junctions mentioned above.

It was therefore proposed, in the interest of highway safety, to protect these junctions by introducing waiting restrictions.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	THAT ‘NO WAITING AT ANY TIME’ be introduced as follows:-

· New Moss Road, east side, from a point 10 metres north of the northern kerbline of Brentwood Avenue for a distance of 26 metres in a southerly direction.

· New Moss Road, east side, from point 10 metres north of the northern kerbline of Lynthorpe Avenue for a distance of 26 metres in a southerly direction.

· New Moss Road, west side, from a point 10 metres north of the northern kerbline of Rowson Drive for a distance of 25 metres in a southerly direction.

· Brentwood Avenue, both sides, from the eastern kerbline of New Moss Road for a distance of 10 metres in a north easterly direction.

· Lynthorpe Avenue, both sides, from the eastern kerbline of New Moss Road for a distance of 10 metres in a north easterly direction.

· Rowson Drive, both sides, from the western kerbline of New Moss Road for a distance of 10 metres in a south westerly direction.
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
