Details


All of the above objections relate to the amendment referred to in Schedule II of the 



proposed Order, in particular, the proposal to remove a section of waiting restrictions fronting 

300-312 Liverpool Road.  All residents believe that if the restrictions are removed, this would 

encourage vehicles to park on both sides of the road, which would cause inconvenience, 


nuisance and congestion.

Conclusions


I have consulted with the Director of Development Services who comments as follows:-



Since the completion of the Cadishead By-Pass, this section of Liverpool Road is no longer 


the A57 and has now been designated as a cul-de-sac.  As restrictions are not normally 


introduced in cul-de-sacs, it was considered, from a highway safety perspective, that 



restrictions were no longer required and that residents would also benefit from the removal.



However, since objections were received to the proposals, consultations were carried out 


with the residents effected and the results were as follows:-



7 consultation letters delivered



6 replies



1 in favour of the removal



5 against the removal



Accordingly, the Director of Development Services can agree to the restrictions remaining (as 

per the majority view of the residents) and to do so would not compromise highway safety.
