PLANNING APPLICATION NO. 01/43511 - THE COAL AUTHORITY, LAND AT WORSLEY DELPH AND CARRS MEADOW, TOGETHER WITH UNDERGROUND PIPELINE BETWEEN THE TWO SITES, WORSLEY ROAD, WORSLEY
