4.0
Background

4.1
Suggestions for a Residents' Parking Scheme around Hope Hospital were placed before the Planning and Development Services Committee on 21st October 1999.  The Committee resolved to:






(i)
approve the scheme in principle

(ii) undertake a detailed consultation with residents affected

4.2 Details of the suggested scheme and some possible variants were sent to affected households and occupiers were invited to submit their comments on the proposals. The suggested scheme met with disapproval from the residents and was subsequently withdrawn by the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel on 16th March 2000.
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4.3 Following discussions with the Hope Action Group and Ward Members a smaller scale scheme was proposed for the Meadowgate area. This concentrated on Meadowgate Road, which is acknowledged as being the worst affected of the roads in close proximity to the Hospital.

4.4 A separate experimental order for the rest of the area has recently been approved by the Panel (18/04/02) and is currently being implemented on site.

4.5 The original 12 month experimental order approved on 1st February 2002 has been extended by 6 months.

4.6 Approval was given by the Lead Member (Housing) on 3rd August 2001 for an Environmental Improvement scheme to provide in-curtilage parking, new access roads and new lay-bys. This will affect the Residents’ Parking Scheme schedule.

4.7 The experimental order has been successful and nothing indicates that the residents would like to see the Residents Parking Scheme removed.

4.8 In the experimental order Ryecroft Avenue and Brookfield Avenue had advisory signing only. The Traffic Section has been liasing with the Department for Transport (formerly Department of Transport Local Government and Regions) with a view to getting approval for non-standard signing.

4.9 The DfT has approved the non-standard signing on Brookfield Avenue and Ryecroft Avenue, which means that the Residents’ Parking Scheme can now be enforced on these two cul-de-sacs.
