At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on Fillin "date"


authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

The proposals of the Director of Development Services are for the:-

Introduction of No Waiting at any time on Woodside Drive, both sides from the south eastern kerbline of Eccles Old Road for a distance of 29 metres in a south easterly direction.Fillin "proposals"

Objection(s) to the proposal have been received.   Letters explaining of the need for the Order have been sent to each Objector, however the Objections listed have not been withdrawn.   Copies of the outstanding objections are available at Committee.

The following Objections have not been withdrawn.

Brief details of each objection are as follows along with a letter of support:-

Objectors are as follows:-

Mr. J. Heywood of 1 Woodside Drive, his objection being as a postman his vehicle is essential to get to work as he cannot rely on public transport.  His mother is disabled and is a blue badge holder, any restriction would prevent him from parking outside his house even temporarily.  Mr. Heywood feels the current parking situation helps to prevent car crime.

Mr. and Mrs. Kehoe of 3 Woodside Drive, both are elderly and Mrs. Kehoe has a medical condition that requires any vehicle to be parked as close to her home as possible when she has to go out.

Mr. Robert Salt of 2 Woodside Drive states that the residents of Woodside Drive have a good relationship, therefore, as there is limited space they do not cause each other obstructions or problems.  Attached to Mr. Salt’s letter is a petition signed by all of the residents, a copy of which is attached.

Mrs. V. Welsh of 6 Woodside Drive, whose husband is of ill-health, requires the attendance of relatives.Fillin "information of names and addresses of objectors"


Mr. Vincent O’Regan of 89 Eccles Old Road supports the Order, copy of letter of support 

attached.

The Director of Development Services has considered each objection submitted and his comments are:-

Any vehicle parked on the narrow section of the road would cause an obstruction to either vehicles or pedestrians and may be subject to enforcement by Greater Manchester Police.  Even if the restrictions were placed on one side of the road only, there is still inadequate space available for a vehicle to pass without the parked vehicle obstructing the footway.

If access is required by the emergency services they would be unable to pass a vehicle parked at this location.  The residents indicate that at present if they are obstructed, they ask the relevant neighbour to move their vehicle.  This option is not available to the emergency services.

None of the residential frontages are affected by the proposal and several of the properties have off-street parking facilities.  Consequently, it is considered that adequate on-street parking should still be available.
