At the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel meeting on 20th December, 2001Fillin "date"


authorisation was given to advertise the intention to make the above mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

4.2

The proposals of the Director of Development Services are for the:-

Introduction of No Waiting At Any Time.

Winnipeg Quay both sides from its junction with the Quays Loop Road for a distance of 58 metres in a northerly direction.

Vancouver Quay both sides from its junction with Winnipeg Quay for a distance of 15 metres in a north easterly direction.

Vancouver Quay both sides from a point 65 metres east of its junction with Winnipeg Quay for a distance of 30 metres in an easterly then northerly direction (north side) and also 30 metres in an easterly then southerly direction (south side).

Vancouver Quay both sides from a point 55 metres east of its cul de sac end for a distance of 25 metres in an easterly then northerly direction (north side) and also 30 metres in an easterly then southerly direction (south side).Fillin "proposals"

An Objection to the proposal has been received.   Letters explaining of the need for the Order have been sent to the Objector, however the Objection listed has not been withdrawn.   Copies of the outstanding objections are available at Committee.

Details
The following Objection has not been withdrawn.

Brief details of the objection are as follows:-

Michael J. Carey of 5 Winnipeg Quay, Salford Quays.

Mr. Carey objects on the basis that the introduction of the waiting restrictions will mean that residents will be unable to park outside their apartments. 

Each apartment has one garage or parking bay, Mr. Carey states, most apartments have two or more occupiers usually with two cars.  

He suggests restricting the parking to one side only.

The Director of Development Services has considered each objection submitted and his comments are:-

The Director of Development Services responded that the introduction of the waiting restrictions is to gain unimpeded access especially for emergency vehicles into and out of Winnipeg Quay and Vancouver Quay.  The restrictions will also protect the sightlines of the car parking area.

If restrictions were reduced to one side only this would mean vehicles would have to travel on the wrong side of the road to pass parked cars at a bend which would compromise highway safety.
