ST PETER’S ROAD/VICARAGE ROAD, SWINTON

Greater Manchester Fire Service has raised concerns regarding the excessive parking of cars at the junction of St Peter’s Road/Vicarage Road, Swinton.

At a recent incident to an automated fire alarm a fire appliance was unable to manoeuvre around the junction of St Peter’s Road/Vicarage Road due to parked vehicles especially at school start and finish times. The Fire Service has contacted teachers at Deans Primary School and St Peters Primary School asking that a letter be distributed to all parents regarding the dangers of careless parking.

There are working day restrictions currently in operation on the north side of Vicarage Road and school keep clear markings on both sides. There are no restrictions on St Peter’s Road.

A site investigation has revealed that vehicles are parked right up to the junction, mostly belonging to Salford City Council employees. It is therefore proposed to introduce a working day restriction around the junction. Emergency services approve the recommendation.
