Appeals received:

i. Application No. 03/45852/HH – Ms H Knight, 93 Lyndhurst Avenue, Irlam – Erection of conservatory at rear of property

ii. Application No. 03/45789/HH – G and P Simpson, 8 Rutland Road, Eccles – Erection of first floor front and side extensions and front porch

iii. Application No. 03/46792/FUL – T Orrell and Ms N Done, 302 Leigh Road, Worsley – Demolition of existing dwellinghouse and out buildings and erection of one detached dwelling and six car garage together with alteration to existing and construction of new vehicular access

iv. Application No. 03/46591/FUL – Z Nabi, 349 Lower Broughton Road, Salford 7 

Removal of condition 2 on planning permission E/27772 to allow Sunday opening

v. Application No. 03/46770/TEL56 – T-Mobile(UK) Ltd., Site at corner of Eccles Old Road/Stott Lane, Salford 6 – Prior Notification for the installation of a 12m high monopole, three antennae, equipment cabin and ancillary equipment

Appeal Decisions:
Application No. 03/46140/HH – S Hussain – 25 Chapel Road, Irlam – Retention of a 2.2m high and 1.2m high boundary fencing and replace existing garage with detached double garage

Appeal Allowed

An appeal was lodged in August of this year since the planning application had not been determined within 8 weeks.  The reason no decision was made was because the status of adjacent passageways was being investigated.

Members will recall that at your meeting of the 18th September 2003 it was resolved that the development was unacceptable on highway grounds.

The Planning Inspector considered the main issue in this appeal to be the erect of the fence on safety and the free flow of traffic on Chapel Road, Liverpool Road and the adjacent unadopted highway.

The Inspector concluded that the fence does not have an unacceptable impact on safety or the free flow of traffic on Chapel Road, Liverpool Road or the unadopted highway.  The appeal was allowed and permission granted.

Application No. 03/45499/COU – S G and K E Clark – 289Chorley Road, Swinton

Change of use from shop to shop for the sale of hot food

Appeal Allowed

Planning permission was granted in March, 2003 for the change of use of the shop premises to a café subject to a number of conditions.  One of the conditions stated that the premises should only operate as a café and there should be no take away sales.  The condition was imposed for highway reasons.

The Planning Inspectorate considered that the majority of the take away trade during the day would be likely to be from nearby commercial premises and most customers would visit the café on foot.  She noted that because of the main road location, it is likely that there would also be passing car borne trade.  The Inspector accepted that significantly increased vehicle activity and illegal parking outside the appeal premises could cause highway danger.  However, she was not convinced the use of the small scale and limited opening hours proposed would cause a significant or unacceptably greater amount of traffic or illegal parking than would the use of premises for a different type of retail use.

The appeal was allowed and the planning permission varied accordingly.

Application No. 03/45561/HH – F Hankinson – 15 Calder Drive, Little Hulton

Erection of a single storey side extension together with two storey dormer extension in roofspace at front and single dormer extension in roofspace at rear and rear conservatory

Appeal Allowed

Planning permssion was refused in March 2003 on the grounds that there would be a detrimental effect on neighbouring property – loss of light and this would be overbearing and contrary to the SPG.

The Planning Inspector considered the main issue to be the effect of three storeys of accommodation on neighbours living conditions in terms of loss of daylight/sunlight and outlook.

The Inspector felt that due to differences in levels, and the orientation of the appeal property relative to neighbouring dwellings that the living conditions of neighbours would not be detrimentally affected.  The appeal was allowed and permission granted.

Application No. 03/45824/FUL – J L Mohammed – 392 Liverpool Road, Eccles

Variation of previous condition to allow opening hours of between 4.00 pm and 1.00 am on Fridays and Saturdays and 4.00 pm and 12.00 midnight on weekdays and Sundays

Appeal Dismissed

Permission was refused in May 2003 on the grounds that an extension to the opening hours of this hot take-away food shop would be detrimental to the amenity of neighbouring residents.

The Planning Inspector concluded that an extension to opening hours would significantly harm the residential amenities of the people living in the flats above and adjacent to the appeal premises.  She commented that neighbours ought to be able to expect relative quiet late at night.  The comings and goings of pedestrian and car borne customers up to midnight and beyond would disturb residents at a time when they are likely to be wishing to sleep.  The appeal was dismissed.

Application No. 03/45683/HH – D Gee – 50 Danesway, Pendlebury

Erection of a two storey side and single storey rear extension

Appeal Dismissed

Planning permission was refused in April 2003 on the grounds that the amenity of neighbouring residents would be seriously injured by reason of the proposals size and siting.

The Planning Inspector identified the main issues as being the implications of the proposal on neighbours’ living conditions in terms of loss of daylight/sunlight and outlook.

The Inspector concluded that the proposed extension would be harmful in terms of dominance and overbearing and, would be contrary to the Council’s SPG.

The appeal was dismissed.
