Proposal

The City Council had recently been informed by First Manchester Ltd that the scheduled buses which used the A666 were experiencing difficulty pulling up to the kerbline at the bus stop situated opposite to the junction with Pendlebury Road.

First Bus had stated that there was insufficient room at this location in order for their vehicles to manoeuvre, and as a consequence passengers were unable to board and alight safely due to the positioning of the buses at the bus stop.

A site visit had been conducted during which it was identified that the problem was being caused by vehicles parking on the approach and exit to the bus stop which subsequently prevented the buses having the required space in which to manoeuvre.  In one particular case a heavy goods vehicle parked within the bus stop and the vehicle was left unattended for several minutes.

A short distance away from the bus stop situated on the approach was a petrol station.  During the time of the observations it was noted that vehicles were parking on the A666 immediately by the entrance and exits to the petrol station and as a consequence the required visibility splay for vehicles exiting from the petrol station was severely disrupted.

To address these problems it was proposed to amend the bus stop to a bus stop clearway, and to introduce no waiting at anytime regulations for the section of Bolton Road on the approach and exit to the bus stop.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

A resident from an adjoining road to Philip Street had recently brought to our attention problems which were being experienced on Philip Street at its junction with Trafford Road due to the number of vehicles which were parking within the confines of the junction.

The resident identified that during the daytime the roads were clear of parked vehicles but during the evening the problem was generated.  Due to the number of vehicles parking at this location, it caused the available road width to become very narrow, this resulted in manoeuvring difficulties for vehicles both entering and exiting Philip Street.

Observations had been conducted at this location during the evening where it was found that up to ten vehicles were parked within this junction.  There were already in existence no waiting at anytime restrictions on Trafford Road at its junction with Philip Street which assisted with visibility.

To address the problems being experienced on Philip Street it was proposed to introduce no waiting at anytime restrictions.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

Manchester City Council had sent drawings of their latest proposals for a scheme entitled Cheetham Hill Road/Seymour Road Quality Bus Corridor (QBC).  This scheme was to be funded by QBC and the works to be carried out by Manchester City Council (MCC).  As the boundary between Manchester and Salford runs along the centre of the carriageway of Bury Old Road.  MCC had requested that Salford City Council introduce those TROs required by the scheme that fall within Salford.

Upon review of the scheme, it was found that only a 15m stretch of double yellows lines which were required on the north side of Upper Park Road was not covered by the TRO.  MCC had proposed that this length of road should have 24hr waiting and loading restrictions imposed.  However to remain consistent with the waiting/loading restrictions being introduced along Bury Old Road as part of the QBC it was proposed to introduce 24hr waiting restrictions but only limited loading restrictions along this stretch.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

The Council’s Organisational Development and Equality Group had identified a need for 6 additional disabled parking spaces to be provided on the Civic Centre Staff Car Parks to meet present and future requirements.  Currently there were 4 such spaces provided.  The Lead Member for Development Services had been consulted about this and had approved the 6 additional spaces.  To provide them would require the removal of a number of standard parking bays therefore it was proposed that 3 more disabled persons parking spaces be introduced immediately and then the situation would continue to be monitored until demand required the introduction of the final 3 such spaces.

In order for these disabled persons parking spaces to be enforceable they need to be covered by a Traffic Regulation Order.  Upon investigation of the current situation it was found that the 4 existing spaces were not included in the schedules to the City of Salford “Off Street Parking Places and Car Parks with Disabled Parking Spaces” Order 2001.  It was therefore proposed that this Order be amended to include in the schedules for a total of 7 disabled persons parking spaces to be marked out in the civic centre staff car parks.

Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

A condition of the planning approval for the construction of the Digital World Centre in Salford Quays stipulated the introduction of a loading and unloading restriction on the length of The Quays loop road adjacent to the development.  As the development was nearing completion it was proposed that the peak hour loading restriction recommended below be advertised.

The loading restriction was considered necessary to prevent obstruction and congestion on The Quays loop road at peak periods on the approach to the roundabout and the official loading areas and drop off point.

In addition to the loading restrictions an agreement was reached with the Developers that a Taxi Rank/Stand for two Hackney Carriages would be provided within the realigned loading and drop off area in front of the Digital World Centre.  The rank would provide an obvious need for public transport of this type in this area and one that the Salford Taxi Association had been requesting for some time.

Whilst the area was not an adopted public highway it was proposed that a Traffic Regulation Order be introduced for the taxi rank and traffic signs introduced to assist enforcement by the joint management company of Salford City Council, The Lowry and the Lowry Designer Mall who controlled the use of the area.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.
