DETAILS:
A request has been made by the residents of Rothwell Crescent, Little Hulton for waiting restrictions to be introduced around the junction of Rothwell Crescent/A6 Manchester Road West. It is claimed vehicles park close to the junction and compromise sight lines. Site visits have ascertained that vehicles do park close to the junction and it was also noted that the same problem occurs at the junction of Manchester Road West/Wharton Lane.  

It is proposed to introduce no waiting at any time restrictions around these junctions to prevent vehicles causing an obstruction. 

The proposals of the Director of Development Services are for the:-

Introduction of  NO WAITING AT ANY TIME

A6 Manchester Road West, North Eastern side from a point 10m south east of the north eastern kerbline of Rothwell Crescent for a distance of 31 metres in a north westerly direction.

A6 Manchester Road West, south western side, from a point 10 metres south east of the south eastern kerbline of Wharton Lane for a distance of  29 metres in a north westerly direction.

Rothwell Crescent both sides from the junction with Manchester Road West for a distance of 10 metres.     

Objections to the proposal have been received. Letters explaining the need for the Order have been sent to the objectors. However not all the objections listed have not been withdrawn. Copies of the all objections are available at panel.

The following objections:

Brief details of the objections along the Director of Development Services comments are as follows:-

MR & MRS F TYLDESLEY 348 MANCHESTER ROAD WEST,LITTLE HULTON

A letter was received from Mr and Mrs Tyldesley on the 18th November 2003, the basis forming the objection was that of increased parking problems on the A6, loss of trade for Wharton Mini Market. 

The Director of Development Services replied as follows, on the 16th  December 2003 :-

The reason why the road markings are being introduced is due to complaints that have been received from the residents in the area concerning visibility problems when they are attempting to enter onto the A6 Manchester Road West due to vehicles parking very close to the junction.

This problem is exacerbated during the day due to vehicles stopping close to the junction in order for the occupants of the vehicle to visit the shop situated on the junction of Manchester Road West with Wharton Lane, a fact which is not acceptable.

According to the highway code motor vehicles should not be parked within 10 metres of a junction therefore due to the inherent problems at the location with vehicles parking close to the junction, these road markings are being introduced along the grounds of safety to prevent people parking within this area and as such are reinforcing what is already stated within the Highway Code.

The road markings are only going to extend for a distance of 10 metres either side of the junction with Manchester Road West and Rothwell Crescent and for a distance of 10 metres along Manchester Road West from its junction with Wharton Lane. Therefore only the following properties on Manchester Road have the road marking adjacent to their premises (241,243,245,358,360,362)

This particular location has recorded three personal injury collisions within the last three years which have resulted in serious injuries, therefore the road markings are being introduced to reduce the further potential for collisions.

THE OBJECTION REMAINS OUTSTANDING       

A.A MARLAND 350 MANCHESTER ROAD WEST,LITTLE HULTON

A letter was received from A.A Marland on the 14th November 2003, objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that there seems to be no reason for their presence. 

The Director of Development Services replied as follows, on the 16th  December 2003 :-

The reason why the road markings are being introduced is due to complaints that have been received from the residents in the area concerning visibility problems when they are attempting to enter onto the A6 Manchester Road West due to vehicles parking very close to the junction.

This problem is exacerbated during the day due to vehicles stopping close to the junction in order for the occupants of the vehicle to visit the shop situated on the junction of Manchester Road West with Wharton Lane, a fact which is not acceptable.

According to the highway code motor vehicles should not be parked within 10 metres of a junction therefore due to the inherent problems at the location with vehicles parking close to the junction, these road markings are being introduced along the grounds of safety to prevent people parking within this area and as such are reinforcing what is already stated within the Highway Code.

THE OBJECTION REMAINS OUTSTANDING       

MRS THERESA HAMPSON 346 MANCHESTER ROAD WEST,LITTLE HULTON

A letter was received from Mrs Hampson on the 28th November 2003, objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that the proposed introduction would not be solved with double yellow lines because heavy traffic builds up between 7.30 – 9.30am rush hour and between the hours of 3.30pm and 6.30pm.

The Director of Development Services replied as follows, on the 16th  December 2003 :-

It is accepted that parking along the A6 is a problem within this area, however it was highlighted by the residents of Rothwell Crescent that they have considerable difficulty when exiting onto the A6 due to the inherent problems caused by vehicles parking very close to the junction.

Observations have been conducted and it was noted that vehicles of various classes were parking within 10 metres of the junctions whilst the drivers went into Wharton Mini Market to purchase goods. Due to the positioning of the vehicles and their close proximity to the junction this subsequently disrupted the visibility splay along Manchester Road West for vehicles exiting from both Rothwell Crescent and Wharton Lane a fact which is not acceptable on the grounds of road safety. Likewise vehicles which parked on Rothwell Crescent caused manoeuvrability difficulty for vehicles exiting off Manchester Road West. The Highway Code states that vehicles should not be parked within 10 metres of a junction to prevent danger and inconvenience to other road users (P34 SEC 140) and as such the Local Authority are applying this condition by introducing double yellow road markings at these junctions to keep the area clear of parked vehicles at all times.

It was accepted that a small level of inconvenience would be caused to some residents but the markings proposed have been kept to a minimum in order to maintain the level of disruption to an acceptable standard.

THE OBJECTION REMAINS OUTSTANDING       

MR MJ WHITE: WHARTON MINI MARKET 241 MANCHESTER ROAD WEST,LITTLE HULTON 

A nine page petition was received from Mr White on the 27th November 2003, objecting to the proposed order on the grounds that the introduction of the proposed order would be detrimental to his business.

The Director of Development Services replied as follows, on the 16th December 2003 :-

It is accepted that parking along the A6 is a problem within this area, however it was highlighted by the residents of Rothwell Crescent that they have considerable difficulty when exiting onto the A6 due to the inherent problems caused by vehicles parking very close to the junction.

Observations have been concluded and it was noted that vehicles of various classes were parking within 10 metres of the junctions whilst the drivers went into Wharton Mini Market to purchase goods. Due to the positioning of the vehicles and their close proximity to the junction this subsequently disrupted the visibility splay along Manchester Road West for vehicles exiting from both Rothwell Crescent and Wharton Lane a fact which is not acceptable on the grounds of road safety. Likewise vehicles which parked on Rothwell Crescent caused manoeuvrability difficulty for vehicles exiting off Manchester Road West. The Highway Code states that vehicles should not be parked within 10 metres of a junction to prevent danger and inconvenience to other road users (P34 SEC 140) and as such the Local Authority are applying this condition by introducing double yellow road markings at these junctions to keep the area clear of parked vehicles at all times.

It was accepted that a small level of inconvenience would be caused to some residents but the markings proposed have been kept to a minimum in order to maintain the level of disruption to an acceptable standard.

THE OBJECTION REMAINS OUTSTANDING

Having considered objections, the Director of Development Services recommends that the Order be introduced as originally proposed.
