a)   CANTERBURY GARDEN’S – SALFORD 5

A request has been received from the Neurocare Centre at Canterbury Gardens, off Eccles New Road for double yellow road markings to be placed at both the near side and the opposite side of the Neurocare Centre. 

This request is due to the problems being experienced when vehicle owners, park opposite the entrance to the centre creating difficulty for drivers picking up or dropping off patients. Vehicles are also parking in such a manner that restricts entrance to the cycle path that runs adjacent to the centre. The employees of the centre stated that this has been a problem since the completion of Canterbury Gardens. 

Several site visits have been carried out and on all occasions it was found that the above problems were being experienced. Vehicles were parked opposite the entrance restricting movement within the area and there were vehicles parked in such a way that it would be impossible for a cyclist to gain access to the cycle path. 

To address this problem, it is proposed that no waiting at anytime restrictions be introduced. Emergency services have no objections.

b)    A6044, AGECROFT ROAD, SWINTON

The A6044 Agecroft Road has been subject to a 40 mph speed limit, from its junction with Park Lane West to a point 260 metres east of its junction with Langley Road, since November 1985. Recently, a new housing development has been constructed and the road has been realigned with the introduction of new junctions and a new roundabout.

In the interests of highway safety it has been agreed to revoke the existing speed limit. The 40 mph signs have been removed and signs have been introduced warning motorists of the new 30 mph speed limit, however the traffic regulation order has never been revoked.

It is therefore proposed to revoke the existing 40 mph speed limit order. Emergency services have no objections.

c)   CENTRAL LIBRARY SERVICE ROAD, CORPORATION ROAD, ECCLES

Faber Maunsel has submitted a request for a prohibition of driving (POD) on the Central Library Service Road running parallel to Corporation Road Between the A57 Church Street and the B5230 Barton Lane, Eccles.

The POD is required as part of the development of the proposed NHS Primary Care Centre (PCC) and associated community facilities to serve Eccles. The POD will result in a significant improvement to the environment and amenities for pedestrians using the PCC and associated Library and Job Centre. The Central Library Service Road is an unadopted highway that forms a dedicated right of way. There are currently sections of limited waiting of 1 hour in 3 hours which will need to be revoked.

It is also further proposed that a new road will be provided from Corporation Road to meet the Central Library Service Road, this service road will be realigned to make a priority left in / left out junction with the west bound carriage way of Church Street. The prohibition of driving area will be a pedestrianized area. It should be noted that a permit will be required to build over the pedestrianised area, which will remain highway and constructed to an adoptable standard.

Emergency services have no objections.

      d)  TRAFFORD ROAD / EXCHANGE QUAY / MERCHANTS QUAY, SALFORD

            The construction of the new dual carriageway of Trafford Road Stage 2 has been operational for a number of years but due to staff shortages and work load of the section at the time the amendments required to the existing traffic regulation orders were not processed.  This omission in amending the existing TRO’s has not until recently resulted in any major traffic parking problems on any of the surrounding road networks or the operation of the Trafford Road scheme itself. 

            However, due to the success in letting office space at nearby developments especially at Exchange Quay there have been a number of complaints with regards to the indiscriminate parking of vehicles on the access road.  Accordingly, this item introduces the necessary legal traffic orders required for the scheme so that Car Parking Services and the Greater Manchester Police can enforce their respective areas of traffic control.  

            The following new traffic regulation orders and the revocations / amendments to existing orders are required to take into account the removal of the previous highway network that was absorbed into the new dual carriageway scheme. It is considered the orders be introduced in the interests of highway safety. Emergency services have no objections.

e)    HOUSING PROJECT, PHASE 3.

            The Zsara Renewal Project Phase 3 in the Broughton area of Salford is a housing renewal scheme which is nearing completion, and it is proposed that the area becomes a 20 m.p.h. zone enforced by junction plateaux and road humps.

            The area is bounded by Great Cheetham Street East to the west and Marlborough Road to the east and comprises Buile Street, Agnes Street, Milan Street, Weatherall Street North,  part of Dudley Street and Hadfield Street.

            The local residents have been consulted at the planning stage with regards to access to the area,  and it is proposed that the current prohibition of driving order on Agnes Street at its junction with Marsland Street North be removed.  The junction will be reopened to vehicular traffic but with a road hump at the entry and the carriageway width reduced to 4.5 metres. Emergency services have no objections.
