Permission was refused in September, 2004 on the grounds the proposal would seriously affect the amenity of neighbouring residents resulting in a loss of light and having an overbearing impact.

The Inspector considered the proposed extension would appear unduly close and large from 16 Pine Grove appearing as obtrusive and oppressive causing an unacceptable loss of outlook.  She also considered the extension  would be sufficiently near to No. 16 to have an overbearing effect and cause an unacceptable loss of sunlight.  The Inspector concluded the proposal would cause unacceptable harm to the living conditions of the occupiers of the neighbouring property and dismissed the appeal.

Appeal Dismissed

Permission was refused in October 2004 as the proposal would have a detrimental effect on highway safety.

The appeal site was a mid-terraced house and front garden.  The garden would be converted to a drive which would be used for parking but would not include room for a vehicle to be turned.  This part of Walkden Road is one-way but traffic is frequently heavy.

The Inspector concluded that through lack of turning space, inadequate visibility exacerbated by on-street parking, and the size of the parking area, the propose development would cause an unacceptable risk of accident.  There would be an unacceptable loss of highway safety.

The Inspector also took account of the personal circumstances of the applicant in that he is a wheelchair user and entitled to a Blue Badge.  He is also a driving instructor leaving and returning to a  house several times a day and needs an accessible and secured parking space.  The Inspector sympathised with his situation but felt these personal circumstances cannot outweigh the need to maintain highway safety.  The appeal was dismissed.

The Inspector recognised the demand from local residents for the proposed opening

hours, but the benefits of the scheme would not justify allowing late night noise

and disturbance but would result if the hours were extended.

The appeal was dismissed.

Permission was refused in October, 2004 on the grounds there would be no car

parking provision and parking on the highway would harm highway safety and the 

amenity of neighbouring residents.

The Inspector felt that as the premises are within the town centre, other car parking

is available.  Parking is also available on side streets which would not impede

The free flow and safety of traffic. The Council felt that parking on side streets

would harm the amenity of residents, but the Inspector disagreed.  She felt that

noises generated by vehicular activity on Lousia Street not occur so often or in 

such proximity to dwellings as to cause unacceptable disturbance.  The appeal was

allowed.
