MANCHESTER ROAD, SWINTON



Proposal
:
A complaint had been received from a resident of Manchester Road, Swinton, via a local ward Councillor.  It was claimed that vehicles associated with Pendlebury Children's Hospital were being parked on Manchester Road between its junction with The Westlands and Bridgewater Road creating problems for residents trying to access their driveways.

At present there were 'no waiting at any time' restrictions on Manchester Road at its junctions with Bridgewater Road, May Road and The Westlands for a distance of 15m.  These restrictions protected the sight lines for vehicles exiting these roads.  Observations had been taken on site, which confirmed that this section of Manchester Road was heavily parked throughout the working day.  However each of the properties along this stretch of highway with an off street parking facility had the benefit of an Access Protection Marking.  None of the parked vehicles were observed to be encroaching on to these markings or the sections of double yellow lines.

It was considered that if restrictions were extended this would displace the parking into the residential streets off Manchester Road, therefore, it was recommended that no action be taken.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

PENDLEBURY ROAD, SWINTON



Proposal
:
Complaints had been received regarding the parking of vehicles, associated with Minerva House, on Pendlebury Road and Boundary Road, Swinton.

Observations taken on site had revealed that the parking on Pendlebury Road appeared to be on the western side only.  However, this parking was creating problems for large vehicles requiring access to the industrial units on the eastern side and on Boundary Road.

With regards to Boundary Road, parking appeared to take place on both sides of this road up to the point where it narrows.  However, this road also gave access to the service area for Safeway and B and Q with access for large vehicles being required at all times.

It was therefore considered that no waiting 8.00 a.m.-6.00 p.m., Monday to Friday waiting restrictions should be introduced in order to prevent parked vehicles causing an obstruction.  However, in order to prevent the parked vehicles on Pendlebury Road being transferred to the eastern side of the road, it would be necessary to introduce these restrictions on both sides of the road.  It was proposed to introduce the restrictions on the east side, from a point opposite No. 111 Pendlebury Road, and the west side from a point 166 metres north east of Swinton Hall Road, in a north easterly direction to the existing width restriction which was located south of The Gateways.

In addition, it was also proposed to introduce these restrictions on both sides of Boundary Road, from its junction with Pendlebury Road to the access to Minerva House car park.  Although these restrictions could be extended further along the road, it was considered likely that extensive restrictions would simply result in the parked vehicles transferring to the narrow section of the road, thus preventing large vehicles from gaining access to the service areas.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

· Pendlebury Road, east side, from a point 112 metres north east of its junction with Swinton Hall Road in a north easterly direction for a distance of 133 metres.

· Pendlebury Road, west side, from a point 169 metres east of its junction with Swinton Hall Road in a north easterly direction for a distance of 74 metres.

· Boundary Road, both sides, from its junction with Pendlebury Road for a distance of 24 metres.

NORTHUMBERLAND STREET, SALFORD


Proposal
:
Northumberland Street, Salford, was part of an accident reduction scheme in which traffic calming measures were to be implemented.  These measures included speed humps and also the width of the road being reduced.  This reduction would be achieved by constructing various build outs at junctions of roads that meet Northumberland Street.

The existing no waiting at any time restrictions on the south side of Northumberland Street extended 72m east from the junction of Rigby Street, which protected the school crossing patrol.  Due to the narrowing of the road and the provision of a parking lay-by on the north side of the road it was predicted that any waiting vehicles on the south side would cause an obstruction to the morning peak time traffic flow.

The new proposal was to introduce an experimental order, which would restrict waiting between the times of 7.30 a.m. to 9.30 a.m., Monday to Friday.  This order would start at the end of the current restrictions, and extend towards Tully Street, a distance of 105 metres.  Emergency Services had no objections to the proposals.

THAT a 12 MONTH EXPERIMENTAL ORDER be introduced as follows:-

NO WAITING 7.30 A.M. TO 9.30 A.M., MONDAY TO FRIDAY
