	A request had been received from residents at Encombe Place, for the introduction/extension of limited waiting restrictions at the entrance of Encombe Place, at is junction with Cleminson Street, and Bank Place, at its junction with Wilton Place.  The request also included the provision of Limited Waiting bays within Encombe Place and on Bank Place with an exemption for permit holders.

A problem existed where vehicles were parked within Encombe Place during the working day.  A problem also existed where cars were parked close to the junction with Cleminson Street causing visibility problems for both vehicles and pedestrians.  It was intended therefore that limited waiting restrictions be introduced together with limited waiting bays with exemption for residents living within Encombe Place and Bank Place.

It was proposed that each apartment in the Old Court House would be issued with one permit and each household on the east side of Encombe Place would be issued with two permits.  A total of 20 permits would be issued and it was proposed that 30 car parking spaces would be marked out.  Accordingly at least 10 spaces would be available for limited waiting for non permit holders.

Other areas within the city which have car parking for permit holders were enforced by the city car parking attendants and the annual charge of £50 per permit was levied.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendations.

	An approach had been made by Salford Foster Care Association for the introduction of two limited waiting parking bays on St. Mary’s Road, Eccles, adjacent to the NCH Family centre, to aid users of the facility.

The current restrictions at this location were prohibition of waiting at any time on St. Mary’s Road, from a point 45ft north of its junction with Regent Street to its junction with Church Road.  It had been identified that the safety of children being picked up and dropped off at the centre was a concern when they had to 

cross St. Mary’s Road from the pay and display car park, which carers from the facility currently had to use.

New Prospect Housing had contacted the Traffic Management Section on behalf of the local residents highlighting their concerns at the volume of vehicles which parked on Nursery Street due to its close proximity to Salford Precinct and St. James’s House.  As a result of this vehicles were parked on the road all day and due to their close proximity to the junctions that featured along Nursery Street, the visibility splays had been compromised.

Site observations were conducted which concurred these facts and it was identified that this road was favourable for parking due to a passageway which connected Nursery Street to Pendleton Way which afforded access to the Precinct and St. James’s House.

New Prospect Housing had carried out a consultation with residents and as a result of this, it was proposed to introduce a series of measures to control the parking around the junction areas to improve the visibility splay.  Emergency Services had no objection to the recommendation.

	A complaint had been received via a local ward councillor regarding vehicles parking on both sides of Church Avenue, Weaste, causing access/egress problems.

It was claimed that the problems arose in the evenings when local taxi drivers double parked on Church Avenue on the section north of St. Luke’s Road often obstructing two way traffic flow.

Several site visits and evening observations had not confirmed the alleged problem and Greater Manchester Fire Service had confirmed that if vehicles were double parked then this would not obstruct a fire appliance in the event of an emergency.

It was therefore recommended that no action be taken.

GERALD ROAD, SALFORD - TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES



	Proposal
:
	The Traffic Management Unit approved a traffic calming scheme in the Gerald Road area in June, 2005.

The scheme was drawn up in response to collision history, 8 injury collisions, 4 involving children.  The aim of the scheme was to slow down all cars that used the area, and to prevent vehicles ‘rat running’ between Littleton Road and Langley Road South during rush hours.  The scheme was to be jointly funded by New Deal and Salford City Council.

The results of the consultation exercise with residents in the area showed that the majority (91%) of those residents who responded were in favour of the scheme.  However, at the detailed design stage the following was highlighted:-

· Douglas Green, Oswald Close and Withycombe Place were unadopted streets.

· Problems with designing priority arrangements on Gerald Road at its junction with Suffolk Street and Tabley Street.

To overcome the above problems the following measures were proposed:-

· Omit speed tables on Douglas Green and Oswald Close.  Exclude Douglas Green and Withycombe Place from 20mph zone, however, Oswald Close would still be contained within the proposed 20mph zone but would not be signed separately as a 30mph speed limit street.  Install a road hump on Lockett Street, approximately 20m from Douglas Green.

· Amend the priority arrangements at the junctions with the installation of mini-roundabouts.

It was anticipated that the above measures would improve safety in the area and create a safer environment for local residents, particularly for vulnerable road users such as children and elderly 

people, etc.  Emergency Services had no objections to the amendments.

THE UNLAWFUL FELLING OF SIX TREES PROTECTED BY THE CITY OF SALFORD TREE PRESERVATION ORDER NO. 4, ON THE SITE OF THE FORMER BRETNALL PRIMARY SCHOOL, ON THE CORNER OF BURY NEW ROAD AND BROOM LANE, SALFORD

The Director of Urban Vision Partnership Limited submitted a report in relation to the unlawful felling of the trees protected by The City of Salford Tree Preservation Order No. 4 containing details of (a) the applicant’s version of events that had occurred proceeding the illegal felling, together with an explanation of as to why the trees were removed and (b) the legal issues in connection therewith. 

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT it be noted that the Governing Body of the school could not be prosecuted for the lesser offence of permitting the trees to be cut down, as the six month period for such action had now expired.



(2) THAT the contractor not be prosecuted, as it was agreed that it would be more beneficial to enforce the replacement of the trees, as prosecution would not remedy the planning breach, therefore, such action would not be in the public interest.
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
