TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT UNIT

Pursuant to Minute 255 of 16th October, 1997, the Director of Development Services submitted a report containing details of the recommendations made by the Traffic Management Unit on the following matters which had been considered at their meetings held on 28th November, 2001, and 27th March, 2002, together with associated plans and Members’ comments.

A666 Manchester Road, Swinton



Proposal
:
The A666 Manchester Road was part of the primary route network and carried in excess of 20,000 vehicles per day.  Heading towards Manchester, at the signals protecting the M60 on slip, it was marked in two lanes.  Immediately following the off slip however, parked vehicles cause the two lanes to narrow down into one, creating severe congestion in the morning peak.

In turn, these vehicles caused the traffic egressing the motorway to queue back towards the main line (and in some instances had been known to create standing traffic on the M60).  As well as creating a potential hazard on the motorway, site observations had shown that some drivers travel up the outer (right turning) lane, in order to bypass the queue, and then turn left towards Manchester.

In order to protect the safety of all road users it was therefore recommended that a peak hour loading/waiting ban be introduced on the A666 between the M60 slip road to a point north of Billy Lane, and due to the tidal nature of the road, it was recommended that the restriction be introduced to cover the AM peak 7.30 - 9.30 only.  Emergency services had no objections to the proposals.

Proposal
:
Due to its importance as a main route into the regional centre, the A665 Bury Old Road had been selected to be included in Corridor 3 of the Quality Bus Corridor (QBC) Programme between Bury and Manchester.  The aims of the programme were to increase bus patronage levels, especially for commuting purposes, by means of improved bus services including prioritisation and also physical improvements to the routes to enhance the environment for all road users.

Bury Old Road was under the control of the City of Salford from the Bury boundary to the Leicester Road junction.  At this point Bury Old Road becomes co-owned between Salford and Manchester with the authorities’ boundary being the centre line until St. Mark’s lane where the road becomes completely controlled by Manchester.

The two main features of this item were:

· To introduce a Manchester bound bus lane from near the Bury boundary to Leicester Road.

· To provide Orders to mirror those of Manchester for the already constructed parking bays and highway improvements on both sides of Bury Old Road to the south of Leicester Road.
