TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT UNIT

The Director of Urban Vision Partnership Limited submitted a report containing details of the recommendations made by the Traffic Management Unit on the following matters, which had been considered at their meeting held on 31st May, 2006.

GILCHRIST AND BESSEMER ROAD, IRLAM



	Proposal
:
	At a meeting of the Northbank Industrial Estate Management Board conducted in 2005, concern was expressed about the number and manner in which vehicles were being parked on Gilchrist Road whilst they were awaiting access to a company called Biffa Waste.

It was alleged that vehicles were being parked near to the junction with Bessemer Road which caused difficulty, as this section of Gilchrist Road was formed on a progressive bend with a T junction.

During site observations it was found that the position of vehicles parked on the highway compromised forward visibility and forced vehicles onto the wrong side of the road without an acceptable level of forward vision.  This subsequently lead to conflict situations between vehicles.  Vehicles were also parked within the visibility splay of the junction.

Biffa Waste were visited directly and contacted via the telephone during which assurances were provided that the problem would be managed.  Despite these assurances the situation remains unchanged.

Over the last few months whilst undertaking the observations it was then noted that the level of vehicles on Gilchrist Road rapidly increased near to the junction with Excalibur Way.  Vehicles were seen to be double parked on Gilchrist Road and around the access and egress point to the industrial units.  Due to this situation vehicular progress along Gilchrist Road was compromised causing particular difficulty to the heavy goods vehicles which predominantly use the road.

This coincided with complaints from local companies who had expressed concern about the parking and the fact that it was causing manoeuvring difficulties to and from their premises.

Investigations at the time established that Opal Communications, situated off Brinell Drive, had increased their number of employees without an associated increase in parking availability.  A meeting was arranged with the company to discuss the problem and assess the requirement for a travel plan, however, the representative failed to turn up for the meeting and had subsequently not contacted the local authority.

It was therefore proposed to control the situation with no waiting at any time regulations.  As it was not possible to fully assess parking migration and it was envisaged that parking levels may over time increase, it was deemed that the regulations should be introduced by way of an experimental order for eighteen months.

The proposals had been presented to the Northbank Industrial Estate Management Board who had given their acceptance to the scheme.  Emergency Services had no objections to the recommendation.

	THAT ‘NO WAITING AT ANY TIME’ be introduced on an experimental basis, for a period of 18 months, as follows:-

· Gilchrist Road:

West side: from the junction with the northerly kerbline of Brinell Drive for a distance of 611m in a north westerly then northerly direction.

West side: from the junction with the southerly kerbline of Excalibur Way for distance of 20m in a southerly direction.

East side: from the junction with the southerly kerbline of Excalibur Way to a point 107m south west of the junction with the southerly kerbline of Bessemer Road.

East side: from the junction with the northerly kerbline of Brinell Drive for a distance of 69m in a north westerly direction.

East side: from a point 129m north west of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Brinell Drive for a distance of 40m in a north westerly direction.

· Bessemer Road:

Both sides, from the junction with the easterly kerbline of Gilchrist Road for a distance of 70m in an easterly direction.

(2) THAT the acceptance of the proposed change to the Unilateral Undertaking to enable the transportation of the coal by road, be confirmed, and that UK Coal be informed of the requirement for the use of a satellite tracking system to monitor the direction of vehicles.




(3) THAT it be noted that Councillor Eric Burgoyne declared a prejudicial interest in this item, and left the room during its consideration, as he lived close to the site and was affected by the proposed development.
