	A request had been received from the School Crossing Patrol Service, for the existing waiting restrictions on the west side of New Lane, at its junction with Campbell Road, to be extended to improve the patrol view of oncoming vehicles.

Currently the restrictions extended for eight metres from the kerbline of Campbell Road, and when a vehicle was parked up to the restrictions this often compromised the Crossing Patrol’s view.
It was proposed to extend the restrictions, to a point opposite the southern kerbline of Midford Avenue, which would improve highway safety for pedestrians and the School Crossing Patrol Service.
