An email has been received from Councillor Ainsworth, the issues raised are summarised as follows:


1. A pedestrian link through to Eccles New Road should be provided;


2. A green travel plan should be provided; and


3. There is vacant land to the east of unit 8 that could be used as an external recreation area for the trainees/workers of the proposed training centre.


There is certainly some merit in providing a pedestrian link from Centenary Way through to Eccles New Road, however, given that this application is situated approximately 205 metres to the east of the western boundary of the park and ride site, (access through the park and ride site not being possible), it is not considered reasonable to insist upon this as part of this application.  Furthermore, the escarpment is extremely steep and I have concerns regarding design and crime issues given the limited natural surveillance provided and the need for the industrial units to maintain their security.  


I can confirm that a condition relating to the submission of a green travel plan is recommended.


With respect to the use of land to the west for recreation, the land referred to is removed by the application site by a further 2 units and is within a separate land ownership (the application site being owned by Easter Developments).  Having briefly looked at the plans for the Broadway link planning application (07/55210/FUL), the vacant site referred to forms part of the blue line but not part of the red line.  The plans show that the section of road adjacent to this land would be elevated and I do not consider that it would be a favourable location for a recreational area.
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
