TITLE : Section 106 Agreement - Lowry Park, Peel Lane, Little Hulton


RECOMMENDATIONS :

It is recommended that authority be given for the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services to undertake an addendum to the existing Section 106 agreement to reflect the fact that the play area does not need to be provided within the Lowry Park residential site and to require George Wimpey to: make a contribution of £28,850 towards the provision of new, and improvements to existing lighting within Peel Park; grass the site which was originally proposed to accommodate the play area within the Lowry Park development; and manage and maintain that site.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :

Full planning permission was granted in June 2002 for the erection of a residential development comprising a mix of 64 two and three storey terrace and semi detached dwellings together with associated access and landscaping on land at Peel Lane in Little Hulton (ref: 01/42725/FUL). The site is now known as Lowry Park. There has been concern relating to the proposed play area within the site, and an approach has been agreed between officers and George Wimpey that, given the concerns of local residents, that the play area should not be provided as originally proposed, but that George Wimpey make a financial contribution commensurate to the cost of the provision of the play area equipment which would be spent on lighting within Peel Park.
