NORTH GEORGE STREET, SALFORD

Members will recall the following report was submitted to the Regulatory Panel on 6 May 2004.

Greater Manchester Police have recently brought to our attention a number of issues which are being experienced along North George Street due to the number and manner in which vehicles are being parked along this road.

Observations have been conducted during which vehicles were observed parking on both sides of the road between the junctions with Peru Street and Cannon Street. Vehicles were also parking within the confines of these junctions causing visibility difficulties for motorists. 

During the period of observations it was noted that the occupants of the parked vehicles were using the Salford University facility situated on Peru Street. 

Greater Manchester Police subsequently introduced no waiting cones along one side of North George St which has temporarily controlled the manner of parking due to a period of stringent enforcement. Salford University have recently acquired the area of land adjacent to their property on Peru Street which was formally owned by Farmer Norton. Work has recently commenced developing the land into a car park which is due to become operational within the near future, however it is still envisaged vehicles will continue to park along North George Street

It is therefore proposed to introduce an experimental limited waiting regulation order to control the current situation. This will enable the vehicle migration to be assessed within the area and at the end of the experimental period the measures can be assessed for their overall effectiveness to see whether we should revoke, amend or make the order permanent

The experimental order was subsequently introduced in June 2004.

During this time a number of site observations have been conducted and established that the order has worked effectively removing the previous problems which were experienced. In view of this it is proposed to amend the order from experimental to permanent. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.

A petition has been received from residents requesting the removal of the No Waiting 8.00am to 6.00pm Monday to Friday restrictions currently in operation on the north east side of Penry Avenue, Cadishead. 

The restrictions were first introduced in 1966 as No Waiting At Any Time to prevent parking by the staff of local companies and were reduced to a working day restriction in 1999. Site visits have confirmed that Penry Avenue can still be heavily parked on the south west side and 

it is considered that one side should be protected by restrictions.

A consultation has been carried out with residents regarding the removal of the restrictions from the north east side and introducing similar restrictions on the south west side. All consultees are in favour and it is therefore proposed to revoke the current restrictions outside the residential properties and introduce new restrictions on the opposite side of the road. Emergency services have not objections to the recommendation.

It is proposed to extend the restrictions on the north side to protect the access and the passageway to the rear of 37-55 Leicester Road. Emergency services have no objections to the recommendation.
