TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT UNIT

The Director of Urban Vision Partnership Limited submitted a report containing details of the recommendations made by the Traffic Management Unit, on the following matters, which had been considered at their meeting held on 31st January, 2007.

HUNTSMAN DRIVE, IRLAM


	Proposal
:
	In the latter part of 2006, the North Bank Industrial Estate Management Board made the Local Authority aware of the inherent problems caused by the increase and manner in which vehicles were being left on Huntsman Drive.

The board identified that a number of vehicles parked on grass verges causing damage, and also within the confines of the access and exit point to a company called Metalube causing problems with access and egress for HGVs.  In some cases HGVs were unable to gain access to the premises resulting in deliveries not taking place, and in other circumstances, the vehicles had to over run the grass verges and kerbs in order to exit the premises.

Initial investigations established that one particular company had expanded to such a degree that the workforce was now reliant on parking within the highway, as the existing parking areas within the company premises were now used to store goods in connection with their business.  At an initial meeting with this company, when the problems were identified, they agreed to take steps to resolve the situation on the highway.  It was strongly believed that this company was responsible for the main problems experiences on Huntsman Drive.

To ensure a balance of fairness, a letter was also sent to every company situated on Huntsman Drive, making them aware of the problems, and requesting that steps be taken that would reduce the level of the problem on the highway.  It was highlighted that if the situation did not significantly improve regulatory steps would be taken to resolve the situation.

Subsequent monitoring had seen a slight improvement in the situation, but there were still occasions when vehicles parked on grass verges in two locations, and the problems of access and egress for Metalube still remained.

It was also known that companies in this area were expanding and the general level of employees was increasing.  The resultant effect was likely to be an increase in parked vehicles in the area.

To address this situation, it was proposed to introduce ‘no waiting at any time’ restrictions on Huntsman Drive, in the area surrounding the company called Metalube.

As it was not known what the overall effect would be in the area, in terms of parking migration and business expansion over the next twelve months, it was proposed to introduce the measures by way of an experimental order for eighteen months.  Emergency Services had no objections.

	THAT an ’18 Month Experimental Traffic Regulation Order, No Waiting At Any Time’ be introduced as follows:-

· Huntsman Drive, north side, from a point 166 metres north east of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Excalibur Way for a distance of 44 metres in a north easterly direction.

· Huntsman Drive, south side, from a point 126 metres north east of the junction with the northerly kerbline of Excalibur Way for a distance of 86 metres in a north easterly direction.

BARR HILL AVENUE, SALFORD


	Proposal
:
	Complaints had been received regarding cars double parking on Barr Hill Avenue, Salford, making access/egress difficult for residents.  There was also concern that in the event of an emergency, larger vehicles would not be able to gain access.

The problem existed at weekends and evenings when football matches were being held at the local playing fields, and photographs submitted by residents did show the area heavily parked.  A consultation had been carried out with the residents and all were in favour of the introduction of waiting restrictions.  Emergency Services had no objections.

	THAT ‘No Waiting At Any Time’ be introduced as follows:-

· Barr Hill Avenue, north west side, from the north western kerbline of Summerville Road in a north easterly direction for a distance of 68 metres.

· Barr Hill Avenue, south east side, from the north western kerbline of Summerville Road in a north easterly direction for a distance of 37 metres.

· Summerville Road, both sides, from a point 15 metres north west of the north western kerbline of Barr Hill Avenue in a south easterly direction for a distance of 36 metres.

AGECROFT ROAD/LUMNS LANE, PENDLEBURY


	Proposal
:
	Salford City Council had determined to introduce traffic signal controlled junctions at Lumns Lane and Langley Road with Agecroft Road, as part of the development of the Agecroft Commerce Park by the North West Development Agency.

The proposed schemes, as approved, were forwarded to the Greater Manchester Urban Traffic Control Unit for detailed design of the traffic signal layout, and for their comments on the proposed method of working.  In addition, the Salford City Council’s Road Casualty Reduction Group subjected the two schemes to an independent safety audit.

Both the Greater Manchester Urban Traffic Control Unit and the safety audit highlighted problems with the introduction of the general lay-by in front of the general store at no. 24 Agecroft Road.  These reiterated the original concerns expressed by Greater Manchester Police, at the Traffic Management Unit’s meeting on the 27th July, 2006, when the scheme was first introduced.

The main objections were that vehicles pulling out of, or doing u-turns out of, the lay-by could come into conflict with Lumns Lane traffic, south west bound traffic, pedestrians and cyclists on Agecroft Road and that this was therefore dangerous.

Accordingly, the operation of the traffic signal junction with or without a general lay-by had been reconsidered by the design team, and after discussions with the Director of Engineering, the following amendment to the original scheme was proposed:-

· The lay-by in front of the general store should not be available to general traffic but restricted to loading and unloading by goods vehicles only.  This would be enforceable by a traffic regulation order.  This had been proposed, as without a lay-by adjacent to the shop, servicing would only take place from the highway, which given the cycle lane provision around the junction, would not be safe for cyclists.

· The junction would have No U-Turn orders imposed on traffic approaching the junction.

· Parking arrangements for shoppers to the general store was to be accommodated in a separate lay-by.  The additional lay-by was to be located on the south side of Agecroft Road, on the south west bound traffic approach to the new signals, after the bus lay-by, and within the existing grass verge between the service road and Agecroft Road.

Emergency Services had no objections.

CLOVELLY ROAD/MOORFIELD ROAD, SWINTON

The Director of Urban Vision Partnership Limited submitted a report containing details of the Experimental One Way System, and Prohibition of Waiting Order on Clovelly Road, and Moorfield Road, Swinton, which was approved on 21st April, 2005.


Members of the Panel were informed that (a) since the scheme was implemented on site, objections and letters of support had been received, (the objections, the details of which were submitted, had not been resolved), (b) the order had expired on 24th April, 2007, and the carriageway lines and signs referring to the one way system had been removed, as they were no longer enforceable, and (c) it was proposed to re-advertise the prohibition of waiting and one way system, as a permanent order, and the outstanding and any new objections would be submitted at a future meeting of the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel, for consideration, in the normal manner.

(1) THAT a ‘One-Way Traffic System’ be introduced as follows:-

· Clovelly Road - traffic will be restricted to travelling in a northerly direction from its junction with Worsley Road to its junction with Moorfield Road.
