An application was received for an advisory disabled bay outside 11 Deacons Drive, Salford. The applicants requested the bay on behalf of their 4-year-old son who is severely autistic, has learning disabilities and has a history of chronic lung disease resulting in breathing problems.

The bay was approved, paid for and implemented on site towards the end of last year. It appears certain residents are aware that the bay is advisory and are parking their vehicles on a regular basis within the bay. This means the applicants have to park their vehicle further down the road, which defeats the purpose of the bay.

Community, Health and Social Care Services has requested that the bay be made enforceable and funding has been sought from the Mayor’s Charity.
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
