A temporary no waiting at any time order was introduced on Abbey Drive, Swinton to prevent vehicles obstructing the highway whilst the police station on Chorley Road was being constructed. The order expired and consequently the lines were removed.

A request has been received for the restrictions to be re-introduced on a permanent basis. A consultation has been carried with the two properties directly affected by the proposal and both are against the introduction of restrictions, however it is considered the junction should be protected.

It is therefore proposed to introduce 10 metres of no waiting at any time restrictions on Abbey Drive from its junction with Chorley Road. Emergency services approve the recommendation.

FAIR STREET, PENDLEBURY

A request has been received for the waiting restrictions on Fair Street, Pendlebury to be revoked.

At present there are No Waiting 8.00am to 6.00pm Monday to Saturday restrictions on both sides of Fair Street from its junction with Pendlebury Road for a distance of 22 metres. The restrictions were introduced in 1986 to prevent all day parking from customers to Pendlebury Market. 

At that time there was vehicular access to Pendlebury Market from Fair Street. In recent years the market has closed down and a supermarket built. Access is no longer gained to the site from Fair Street.

A consultation has been carried out with residents of 221 to 235 Pendlebury Road. Eight letters were delivered, five returned of which four are in favour and one is against the proposal. 

Given the majority of residents support the removal and it is now considered the waiting restrictions are no longer required it is proposed to revoke the traffic regulation order. Emergency services approve the recommendation.

An 18 month experimental order was introduced on Blackfriars Street, Salford in September 2003.  The order increased the working day restrictions to no waiting at any time and also extended the loading/unloading restrictions on Blackfriars Street between its junction with Chapel Street and the Manchester/Salford boundary.

At that time Blackfriars Street, had changed to two way working to allow bus operators to re-route some of their scheduled bus services and GMPTE had raised concerns regarding parked vehicles hindering two way traffic flow.

LANKRO WAY, BARTON
Approximately 2 years ago the Local Authority received a complaint about environmental issues caused when heavy goods vehicles park on the layby situated on Lankro Way for long periods. During the times drivers stay at this location domestic waste was being thrown into the vegetated area adjacent to Lankro Way resulting in a rat infestation and public health risks.

To address this matter waste bins were introduced. As a consequence of this environmental operatives have encountered rats in the bins whilst they are being emptied. Requests have been made to the landowners of the vegetated area to remove the waste, but they have continually failed to conduct any work or action the Local Authorities request.

Assessment over the course of the last two years has identified that the number of foreign registered heavy goods vehicles parking along Lankro Way has increased and these vehicles remain at this location for several days whilst their drivers await shipments to take back to their country of origin. As a consequence of this the environmental problems have also been exacerbated.

It is suspected that this problem has been caused due to the closure of certain parking areas in Trafford Park and the reluctance to pay parking charges at the parking areas which remain.

Due to the problem increasing to such a degree Ackros Chemcials have written to the Local Authority highlighting their concerns and requesting our assistance to solve the problem

A meeting has recently been held where members of the Traffic Management Unit, Environmental Department, Parking Services and Police Service attended along with a representative from Ackros Chemicals.

As a result of this meeting it was decided that the most appropriate course of action would be to introduce measures which stem the length of time vehicles are allowed to wait at this location but at the same time provides a means for drivers to park overnight in a location suitable for the purpose without the facility being over used.

It is therefore proposed to introduce a limited waiting period of 12 hours no return within 12 hours within the layby on Lankro Way.

In order for the scheme to be fully assessed it is proposed that any measures should be introduced by way of an experimental order so that parking patterns can be assessed and where necessary amendments can be made prior to making the order permanent

There have been no recorded personal injury collisions at this particular location within the last three years.
