1. Draft Community Plan

1.1. Further work has been done on the draft Community Plan since the last meeting of the cabinet working group (13th June 2005). The latest version of the plan is attached. This version has been circulated widely (see paragraph 2.1) and has also been posted on the Partners IN Salford website.

1.2. Consideration has been given to Equalities issues and this will be further developed through consultation with a range of partnerships of interest in Salford.

1.3. Work is now ongoing to reduce the number of targets contained within the plan and to develop aims under each pledge which will be meaningful to partners and local people.
