ORDSALL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK PROGRESS REVIEW

Members considered a joint report of the Lead Members for Housing and Planning recording the progress over the past three years on the implementation of the Framework.


The report also identified potential threats, and new opportunities that could affect future work, whilst the framework principles would remain valid.

Simon Ashdown (LPC) briefed the meeting on the progress on sales which were occurring in development areas.


Members commented upon the rate of success of the scheme and the work which had resulted through the partnerships which were being created within the local community.

FORMER POLICE HEADQUARTERS - THE CRESCENT

The Strategic Director of Housing and Planning submitted a report updating Members of the current status regarding the reuse and redevelopment of the abovementioned building and its potential role within the wider master plan for the area.


The report indicated that a planning brief had been issued to 5 companies and 4 of the recipients had confirmed their intention to submit a tender.


A Selection Panel was to meet on 3rd October, 2007, with the successful developer being notified after the 8th October, 2007.


A full structural survey would then be undertaken by the 26th October, 2007, and following this, final proposal for development and market analysis will be submitted no later than 14th December, 2007.

Whilst acknowledging the current position, Members commented on the need for the scheme to be of a high quality on what was seen an important building to the cities visual appearance on a major access route.
