The Chief Executive submitted a report summarising the vision and key findings of the Irwell Corridor Strategic Transportation Study, in terms of planning, strategic land use and transportation framework issues.

(1) THAT the overall vision for the Irwell Corridor, as set out in the study report, be welcomed; and support be given to the prioritisation of the areas around Salford Central Station and Greengate for development.

(3) THAT the City Council in conjunction with Manchester City Council, utilise the Memorandum of Understanding at Executive and Officer level to progress further work on the Corridor (including detailing, costing and prioritising the infrastructure/environment improvement programme) either directly, or by commissioning further studies.



(4) THAT agreement be given to engage with the Central Salford URC about the studies’ findings, their relationship to the draft Central Salford Vision and Regeneration Framework, and to develop roles and responsibilities together with the most effective delivery vehicles.



(5) THAT agreement be given to engage with other key stakeholders, including the GMPTE and the rail industry as appropriate.



(6) THAT consideration be given as to when and how the studies’ findings can be incorporated into planning guidance, as either statutory Development Plan documents, or non-statutory documents.
