Minute 9 - Regeneration Programmes and Projects
(a) East Salford Community Committee Area

WEASTE/SEEDLEY/CLAREMONT NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN
(a) Steering Arrangements
The Strategic Director of Housing and Planning submitted a report which established the steering arrangements for the Weaste Seedley Claremont Neighbourhood Plan.

RESOLVED: (1) THAT the proposed approach to steering arrangements for the above Neighbourhood Plan, as set out in Section 3 of the above report, be endorsed.

(2) THAT the approach to transition 

towards the proposed arrangements, as set out in Section 4 of the above report, be endorsed.

(b) Producing Plans and Strategies in Salford – Neighbourhood Plans
The Strategic Director of Housing and Planning submitted a report which sought endorsement for the general approach to the preparation of the Weaste Seedley Claremont Neighbourhood Plan.

RESOLVED: (1) THAT the recommendation that Section 3 of the above report at Annex 1 should define the scope of the Weaste Seedley Claremont Neighbourhood Plan be endorsed.





(2) THAT the recommendation that Section 5

of the report at Annex 1 should define the broad template approach for the Weaste Seedley Claremont Neighbourhood Plan be endorsed.

Weaste Seedley Claremont Neighbourhood Plan should accord with the boundary of the Neighbourhood Management/Community Committee locality; recognising that in order to effectively plan for its area the Neighbourhood Plan would need to consider areas which lie outside of its boundary, where these have a clear functional relationship with the plan area, be endorsed.

(4) THAT updates with regard to the

production of the Weaste Seedley Claremont Neighbourhood Plan, and any future Neighbourhood Plans, be provided to the Lead Member for Planning on a regular basis, and to the Regeneration Initiatives Cabinet Working Group as required.

(5) THAT an item regarding Neighbourhood

Plans be included on the agenda for future meetings of the relevant Political Executive Groups.

NORTHERN HOUSING CHALLENGE
The Strategic Director of Housing and Planning submitted a report providing information in relation to the Northern Housing Challenge, which was launched by the Housing Corporation in June 2006.  The initiative involved RSL’s being invited to submit proposals by 15th September 2006, which would test different ways of providing new affordable homes through the Affordable Housing Programme (AHP).

RESOLVED: (1) THAT the recent launch of the Northern Housing Challenge and invitation to RSL’s to apply for pre-allocations of future Affordable Housing Programme be noted.

Housing Corporation with regard to issues around area focused funding, which was causing West Salford to be at a disadvantage due to a partner for that area having not yet been identified.
