	SALFORD CONSTRUCTION PARTNERSHIP
Emily Kynes and John Wooderson presented a report regarding a proposal to establish a small Executive Board with senior representation from public and private sector partners, in order to provide strategic advice and direction, and to ensure effective coordination, development and delivery of new projects via the Salford Construction Partnership.

It was acknowledged that (a) the proposed Executive Board would need to work within the framework established by the City Council, and (b) terms of reference in respect of the Board were to be drawn up.
Discussion took place regarding the Salford Construction Partnership Project and reference was made to the need to ensure that (i) once people attained jobs, they were able to progress in the construction industry, and (ii) expertise was developed in the region in order to enable developers to be advised on specialised issues.

John Wooderson reported that the project related to all phases of construction, including the on-going maintenance and care of buildings, which provided longer term job opportunities.

RESOLVED: (1) THAT the report be amended to indicate that the membership of the proposed Executive Board would include ‘key developers’ (rather than a specific developer) and Salford University.
(2) THAT, subject to the above comments, the

Council convene a new small Executive Board with senior representatives from government partners, to provide strategic direction for the Salford Construction Partnership Implementation Group, in order to derive maximum economic benefit from major developments in the city.
