REGENERATION PROGRAMMES AND PROJECTS
The Chief Executive and the Strategic Director of Housing and Planning submitted a report which provided an update on key regeneration programmes and projects in each of the Community Committee areas.

Bob Osborne reported that the Housing Corporation had recently launched a Northern Housing Challenge which was designed to find new housing-led projects which would help to reduce the North’s annual £30 billion output shortfall compared to the South.





RESOLVED: (1) THAT, with regard to the Irlam and Cadishead Community Committee area, it be noted that a meeting was to be held with a representative from the Hamilton Davies Trust during August 2006, in order for discussion to take place in relation to proposed future developments in the area.

(2) THAT with regard to the East Salford

Community Committee area, further consideration be given to the suggestion that resources be identified in order for work to be undertaken to ensure that the homes of existing residents that are at risk of flooding are protected.

(3) THAT with regard to the Eccles Community

Committee area, a deadline be set with regard to the receipt of a response from Threadneedle landowners in respect of the recommendations of the Eccles Town Centre report, following which a meeting be arranged with the landowners.

(4) THAT with regard to the Little Hulton and

Walkden Community Committee area, an update report on the Coalfields Regeneration Projects be submitted for consideration at the next meeting.

(5) THAT a meeting be held involving

Councillors Antrobus and Lancaster in order for discussion to take place regarding the citywide issues around car parking provision.

(6) THAT a report on the Northern Housing

Challenge be submitted for consideration at the next meeting.

RESOLVED: (1) THAT the report be re-drafted prior to being taken forward on a formal basis to indicate plans for the production of a Neighbourhood Plan to be piloted in at least one area, and for a template for the document to be produced.
(2) THAT paragraph 3.4 be re-worded to

indicate that the Core Strategy should reflect the City Council’s priorities, except in circumstances where the document would be compelled to be inconsistent.

(3) THAT the need for Neighbourhood Plans to

reflect the content of other planning documents, and City Council policy, be noted.
