	IRWELL CITY PARK

A report of the Strategic Director of Housing and Planning and the Assistant Head of Service (Regeneration, Strategy & Co-ordination) was submitted, which provided an update on progress in relation to the Irwell City Park project, and sought endorsement to proceed on the basis of the draft masterplan.

The report also contained details of:-

· Discussions with the Land Restoration Trust regarding future management and maintenance arrangements,

· Proposed capital match-funding requirements across all of the partners, and the rationale for further work being progressed in respect of revenue implications, and

· The consultation that had taken place to support the project.

Cath Inchbold and Elaine Davis gave a presentation regarding the design framework in respect of the Core Scheme.  Discussion took place regarding the design framework and the following points were noted:-

(a) The need to consider the scheme within the wider context of other developments in the area.

(b) With regard to Zone 1: The Meadows:-

· Rejection of the proposed spiral mound viewpoint and central feature was supported.

· Reference was made to the importance of the proposed ramped footbridge from Chapel Street being linked to the A6 at the Adelphi Street junction.

· It was suggested that the proposed location for the café be reconsidered.

(c) With regard to Zone 3: Heart of the City – Cathedral Square:-

· Reference was made to the need to be mindful of any effects of the potential areas of pedestrian priority on the surrounding areas.

· It was agreed that dialogue would take place with Manchester City Council regarding the proposed scheme.

· The possibility of a route being developed linking Manchester and Salford Cathedrals was suggested.

(d) With regard to Zone 5: Pomona-Ordsall:-

· Members supported, in principle, the inclusion of Ordsall Hall Waterfront within the scheme.

· It was noted that a bridge to the Metro Station had previously been proposed and it was agreed that this matter would be investigated.

· It was suggested that improvements to Cornbrook Station should be included in the masterplan.

(e) With regard to Zone 6: The Quays:-

· Reference was made to the proposed footbridge at Clippers Quay and the need to establish that, in respect of the Port Salford scheme, freight would terminate prior to reaching the footbridge.

· It was reported that Trafford MBC had indicated a lack of match funding – reference was made to the need to engage with Trafford MBC regarding this matter.
RESOLVED: (1) THAT, taking into account the above comments, the draft masterplan be endorsed for further development and submission to Cabinet.

(2) THAT the discussions with the Land

Registration Trust in terms of future management and maintenance arrangements be noted.

(3) THAT the match funding requirement for

Salford City Council and its partners be noted.
