REGENERATION PROGRAMMES AND PROJECTS
A report of the Chief Executive and the Strategic Director of Housing and Planning was submitted which provided an update on key regeneration projects and programmes in each of the Community Committee areas.





With regard to the Irlam and Cadishead Community 

Committee area, Councillor Mann reported that discussions had taken place with the Hamilton Davies Trust regarding the possibility of (a) the trust contributing up to £1m towards the cost of building a leisure centre adjoining Irlam Swimming Pool, (b) consideration being given to Irlam Council Offices being relocated to part of the site for the new high school, and (c) a development trust being formed to assist in the improvement of the Liverpool Road corridor.

Reference was made to the need for a corridor initiative in respect of Liverpool Road, however, it was noted that Planning Services were unable to resource such an initiative.

RESOLVED: (1) THAT an update report in respect of the New Deal for Communities programme be submitted for consideration at the next meeting.

(2) THAT Chat Moss be included in future

reports as a regeneration project in Irlam and Cadishead.

(3) THAT Councillor Mann facilitate a meeting

involving the Leader of the City Council, the Chief Executive and a representative from the Hamilton Davies Trust, in order for discussion to take place in relation to the possibilities detailed above.
