REPORT OF THE STRATEGIC DIRECTOR FOR SUSTAINABLE REGENERATION

TITLE:
HILTON LANE TRAFFIC CALMING SCHEME, WALKDEN SOUTH.

RECOMMENDATIONS: 

That the Lead Member for Planning:

i) Accepts the quotation received from Tarmac Ltd in the sum of £168,144.74 to carry out traffic calming works on Hilton Lane and Urban Vision fees of £23,625.00.
ii) Approves the expenditure from the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2010/11 of £71,273.16 with £10,017.00 of Urban Vision fees for the refurbishment of the existing traffic calming features on Hilton Lane and notes that the remainder of the works are directly associated with the new Harrop Fold School site 2 and will be funded by Children’s Services as a condition of the planning approval at a value of £96,871.58 with £13,608.00 Urban Vision fees.
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:


The purpose of this report is to advise Lead Member about proposals to maintain road safety in the vicinity of the new Harrop Fold School.

DETAILS:

i) Lead member will recall that speed cushions were installed on Hilton Lane as a traffic calming measure in early 2002. These are now in a state of disrepair.

ii) A requirement of the planning conditions for the new Harrop Fold school site 2 is to improve and add to the existing traffic calming measures to create a 20 mph traffic calmed zone along a section of Hilton Lane from the junction of Chapelfield Drive to number 406 Hilton Lane.

iii) The developer constructing the new school submitted the traffic calming proposals that were approved by the Casualty Reduction Group and the cost of these proposed works is to be met by Children’s Services.

iv) However, due to the poor condition of the existing speed cushions, a recommendation was made to the strategic transportation manager and accepted pending the approval of Lead member, that, in addition to the developers proposals, the existing traffic calming measures on Hilton Lane should be refurbished due to the fact that they no longer function as effective traffic calming measures.

v) It is anticipated that by carrying out the works required to meet the planning conditions for the Harrop Fold school site 2 in conjunction with the works to refurbish other existing traffic calming measures on Hilton Lane there will be savings in cost, which are primarily due to the two elements of the scheme being carried out simultaneously, therefore reducing overheads and avoiding the duplication of CDM management fees.

vi) In addition, carrying out the works required to the traffic calming measures concurrently with the works proposed under the conditions of the planning approval will reduce the impact on local residents and the school.
The works are due to commence in July 2010.

The scheme comprises:

· Refurbishment of all existing traffic calming measures on Hilton Lane.

· Construction of two build outs and associated speed cushions.

· Construction of two speed Tables.

· Construction of seventeen sets of speed cushions.

· Associated lining and signing.

· Associated street lighting improvements.
