	8.         Salford Royal Hospital
	Roy Harding, in his position as a governor on the Salford Royal NHS Foundation Trust presented the committee with an overview of Salford Royal and his role as a governor.
Committee members had received both an Annual Plan for 2010/11 and a questionnaire with their paperwork and they were encouraged to respond and feedback their views. 
He stated that he was very keen to engage with members of the community and was happy to attend at 
Residents groups etc in order to facilitate this.

	10.        Peatfield Play Area        
	Tina Blake updated members on the developments with regard to the Peatfield Play Area. This was now through to the second stage of the Community Spaces application process, with a facilitator having been appointed to assist through this process. They would be working closely with the neighbourhood team to hopefully have a new play area on the site in the future. 
Kevin Brady referred to the need to learn lessons from the Campbell Road site and the importance of ensuring that a comprehensive community impact assessment was completed as part of this project. He also reminded members that sustainability and maintenance costs of the site also needed to be fully considered.
