CONSULTATION DOCUMENT ON GOVERNANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL

POLICE ISSUES

Inspector Findlow gave an overview in relation to police issues in the Community Committee area.  He commented in particular with reference to the following matters -
· Crime statistics indicating that crimes committed had reduced with a 12% decrease in burglaries which was very positive, a 13% decrease in anti-social behaviour orders and 11% decrease in criminal damage.
· The restructure of the police.

· The new Neighbourhood Investigation Unit and Public Service Team.

· The number of PCSOs in the area remaining the same.

· A number of current initiatives including autumn nights and operation treacle and the extra officers to be deployed around the Halloween/Bonfire Night times.


The following issues were raised and discussed -

· The problem with motorbike riders in the vicinity of the Moss.

· The problem with brothels operating in the area and in prosecuting or seeking closure of such premises.

· Travellers - Councillor B. Lea expressed his thanks regarding the dealings with travellers in the area and Inspector Findlow commented on the policies and guidelines available to the police.

Anne Eve gave a presentation on the opening, role and future in Swinton of the new Humphrey Booth Resource Centre.  She indicated that the vision of the centre was to optimise the quality of life for all people affected by dementia by providing the most effective and innovative education, training, support, information services and practical help with the centre providing a range of modern services which would offer a variety of support to older people and their carers.
