58. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillor Warner, Ray Harding and Steve Sheridan.

OPEN FORUM
Victoria Lane car parks – It was stated access to beech farm playing field car parks is a problem every Saturday morning. Moorside rangers and beech field football teams meet, with 340 players and family all trying to access the facility. Currently the facility has two car parks, one holds 60 cars and the other approximately 40-50 cars. Up to 170 cars can arrive at the same time on a Saturday morning and all cannot fit in the available spaces, so nearby residential street have been used. Many residents have complained and one has written to the local authority to take legal action. It was noted officers from the local authority visited the site and took pictures, it was suggested to meet with the football club representatives and ward councillors to discuss options.
60. MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS
The minutes of the meeting held on 8th December, 2009 , were approved as a correct record.
61. POLICE ISSUES
The following matters were reported on:-
· Volume of crime
· Hate crime
· Neighbourhood surveys
· Beer and anti social behaviour

Volume of crime - It was stated the volume of crime has reduced over the last 3 years in all areas. January, 2010 has seen reductions in robbery 48%, vehicle 31% and anti social 19%. February has seen an increase in burglaries within the valley area. 3 suspects known to the police have been arrested with stolen items, one suspect has been charged and court has remanded him until his next court hearing.

Hate crime – It was stated a woman and her 4 children from the valley area have been targeted because of her ethnicity and damaged her property. The family has being relocated to another area and 2 arrested were made.
Neighbourhood surveys – a survey took place for confidence and reassurance for residents. Swinton north has seen an increase of drugs in the area inspector Ringlow stated an investigation will be made.
Beer and anti social behaviour – new legislation has been introduced, that if a child is stopped more than 3 times a summons will be placed on the child. If found with alcohol this will be taken from them, asked to leave the area and cannot return to the area for 48 hours, If the child is under 16 they will be escorted home. If after 3 strikes it will be for the court to decide, or a parenting order or a banning order could be placed on the child.   

62. HIGHWAYS WORKS INVESTMENT
Two representatives from Urban Vision reported on proposed investment for Swinton highways. It was questioned if the report had been compiled before the recent bad weather in January, yes the report was done prior to the bad weather but other areas have been looked into since.

Members were asked for suggestions on areas for speed surveys and traffic calming.
