MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS
The minutes of the meeting held on 9th February, 2010, were approved as a correct record.
4. POLICE ISSUES
The following matters were reported on:-
· Volume of Crime
· HMIC Inspection
· Valley Action Week
· Valley Forum
· Babes Brothel

Volume of crime – financial year crime figures had shown a reduction of 58% in burglary, Vehicle and robberies but anti social behaviour had increased. It was stated malicious phone call, text and facebook had increased. PCSO’s had completed a quarterly survey asking residents various questions like: - are the police doing a good Job – yes, is anti social behaviour a high priority – no, police and council doing a good Job on anti social behaviour – yes.
HMIC inspection – It was stated Salford north is doing well. Pact, city west and councillors are doing a good Job for the community. Communication issues regarding response times for informing members of the public days later, this can be a resource issue. It was stated procedures have changed, if it’s a non emergency an appointment will be made with the public service team. New technology is in place that shows a history of the caller and the area to help with incidents like a member of the public reporting a high volume of incidents. Clifton train station is an on going problem with youths causing problems, if this is a pact priority it will get priority but needs to be raised at pact meeting. It was noted inspector Findlow will feedback at the next meeting.
Valley action week – a clean up took place at a local community centre completed by the probation service.
Valley forum – has been reformed and has its first meeting in 2 weeks. This is thanks to two local residents that opened the centre.
Babes brothel – a warrant was issues and a number of arrests were made, this has been twinned was another premises in Bury as the same person owns a premises their.

HIGHWAYS WORKS DEVOLVED BUDGET
Councillor Antrobus gave a brief overview of the highways budget proposals. It was stated tenders had been invited for the proposed road in appendix B. It was stated existing potholes of 50mm is to deep can this be changed, extra money has been put in the budget and this has been reviewed and awaiting a report on this. It was noted Whitegate Drive works has come from devolved budget and discussed at the last group meeting and approved. It was questioned if any money left for additional provisions for other schemes, further monies will come forward. The main aim of the consultation is to establish the fairest way of allocating the money and additional comments can still be made.
