APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillors B.J. Lea and Warner and Louise Jackson, Ann Parks and Norman Shacklady.

22.
DECLARATION OF INTEREST
Councillor Cullen declared an interest in the part of Minute 36 below which related to the application submitted to the Budget Sub-Group by Salford Community Radio and took no part in the discussion on that application.

23.
MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS
The minutes of the meeting held on 14th June, 2005, were approved as a correct record.; subject to Minute 13 being amended to refer to Matt Dean rather than Matt Jones. 

24.
POLICING ISSUES
The Committee were given details of new arrangements for Neighbourhood Police Inspectors, or their nominated Sergeants, to attend meetings to hear and respond directly to concerns raised by the community, Councillors or Council Officers.

Details were given also of the Public Voice on Policing meeting to be held at 7.00 p.m., on Wednesday, 29th September, 2005, in the Swinton Library.

In response to a request from a Member, Inspector Hughes gave an overview of the impact of the Dispersal Order which had been introduced in Swinton and was to expire at the end of September, 2005.  Approximately 170 people had been dispersed and the Order had generated positive feedback from Members of the Council and of the community.  The possibility of renewing the Order in Swinton and of extending it to other areas was to be explored.  The Committee was reminded that the Order was intended to respond to complaints about nuisance and that orderly groups would not be dispersed.  Members hoped that the meeting of the Committee to be held at Swinton High School in October, would give an opportunity for young people to comment upon the impact of the Order.

25.
MEMBERSHIP OF THE COMMITTEE
The Chairman welcomed Stuart A. Thompson who had joined the Committee as a representative of the Pendlebury Area Community Enterprise ( PACE) .

26.
DETACHED TEAM OF YOUTH WORKERS
Wendy Wells, Emily Harrison and Daniel Ingham, who comprised the detached team of youth workers which the Committee had agreed to fund (Minute 97 of 12th April, 2005, refers) attended the meeting to introduce themselves to Members. 

27.
LOCAL HEALTH ISSUES

(Previous Minute 9 - 14th June, 2005)

The Committee (a) received a report on issues discussed by the Sub-Group of the Community, Health and Social Care Scrutiny Committee which had been formed to consider access to primary care and (b) were invited to comment upon a proposal to transfer a pharmacy from Moorside Road to premises at The Parade on Swinton Precinct.


RESOLVED:
THAT, in view of the absence of any background information to justify the proposed transfer for the pharmacy, the matter be referred to the Community, Health and Social Care Scrutiny Committee and Ward Councillors prepare a response based upon their analysis.

28.
PROPOSED MAGISTRATES COURT

(Previous Minute 12 - 14th June, 2005)

It was reported that, at their meeting on 7th July, 2005, the Planning and Transportation Regulatory Panel had refused the application for planning permission to erect a magistrates court (together with associated service yard and car parking) on land to rear of Salford Civic Centre off Partington Lane, Swinton, as it was considered that the development would have an unacceptable impact on traffic and highway safety.

29.
TACKLING HEALTH INEQUALITIES
Janice Lowndes and Angela McLeod gave a presentation on the actions of the PCT to tackle inequalities.  Salford had exceeded the national average in health inequalities and this resulted in the population having a lower life expectancy and increased likelihood of illness.  Such inequalities could be determined by fixed factors (such as age, sex or heritage) and variable ones such as socio-economic, cultural and environmental conditions.  The PCT was developing a strategy to tackle the inequalities aimed at priority groups (e.g. the young or elderly) and actions such as physical activity or diet.

A Health Improvement Team had been established to work with, and provide guidance to, the community - examples included healthy eating, walks and planned parenting.  Health improvements in Salford were being secured faster than the national rate.

Councillor Antrobus reported on a number of activities which were being organised and would help to promote a healthier lifestyle.  These included a joint event with Manchester City Council on 11th September, 2005, when a Green Circus would be organised on at the Salford/Manchester border on Bridge Street.

Councillor McIntyre demonstrated his support for the activities in a positive way by purchasing the “Try It Yourself Recipe Book” which had been produced by young people with financial support from the Community Committee.  He reported on how well received the presentation from the PCT had been by community groups such as The Valley Resource Centre.

RESOLVED:
THAT the presentation be noted.

30.
SALFORD ROYAL NHS TRUST
The Committee were given details of an application which was being made by Salford Royals Hospital NHS Trust to become a foundation trust.  Details were given of the membership of the foundation trust, its operation and the potential benefits of the change in status for patients, staff and the local community.

Members were encouraged to attend an open day on the subject which was to be held at Hope Hospital on Sunday, 18th September, 2005.

31.
CLIFTON COUNTRY PARK - PROPOSED LOCAL NATURE RESERVE
Jo Regan and Anne Surtees submitted a report on a proposal to designate Clifton Country Park as a Local Nature Reserve (LNR).  It was considered that the country park fulfilled the criteria for an LNR being a place with wildlife and geological features that were of special local interest.  The LNR would provide opportunities for people to become involved in the management of the local environment and to study and learn or simply enjoy the open space.  The report set out a timetable for designation of the LNR and outlined the benefits to the community.

Some Members were disappointed that the Country Park Action Plan made no reference to bridleways nor facilities for horse riding.  Ms.  Surtees welcomed a discussion on this subject at the Country Park User Group and hoped to work with interested parties.  She reported that a citywide examination of rights of way including bridleways was ongoing.

Mr. Docherty reminded officers that Swinton Anglers had available qualified coaches who could teach fishing at locations within the country park if required.  He raised the issue also of fishing rights and was advised that , whilst improved access was desirable,  the issue was made complex by the fact that the facility was leased and not owned by the Council.

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the proposal to designate Clifton Country Park as a Local Nature Reserve be supported insofar as this Committee is concerned.



(2) THAT details of the Joint Local Local   Access Forum be circulated with the minutes for the information of Members who wish to become involved.

32.
BEECHFARM PLAYING FIELDS: DRAINAGE
Richard Boyer reported on a proposed scheme for a new land drainage system to the grass football pitches at the Beechfarm playing fields so as to increase their availability for use during the playing season and allow also the number of pitches to be increased to four 11-aside pitches and nine mini-soccer pitches.  He gave details of the cost of the scheme, the type of drainage being installed , the sources of funding and a likely timescale.  Works were scheduled to start on 9th January, 2006, with completion in March and seeding in April so that the pitches should be ready by August, 2006.

Councillor Hinds drew attention to the hard work of the Beechfarm Residents’ Association in securing the scheme and thanked all who had taken part.  Mr. Flanagan reported on the current conditions at the site and looked forward to the future.

33.
NEWLANDS (LIVIA) PROJECT - PROGRESS
Tim Jones submitted a report on progress with schemes under the LIVIA Project.  Details were given of (a) investigation reports on the site which were currently underway, (b) arrange of consultation work that was being, or had been, undertaken, (c) the contents of a masterplan the implementation costs of which were being prepared, (d) the current position of the lease agreements with the Forestry Commission and the development of a bid for Newlands funding.

Christine Sigurnjak confirmed that she would be willing to take part in the stakeholder event on 30th September, 2005, and to report at a future meeting on her participation.

RESOLVED:
THAT the report be noted.

34.
COALFIELD COMMUNITY CAMPAIGN - PROGRESS
Anton Schultz submitted a report on progress of schemes under the Coalfield Communities Programme.  Details were given of key activities over the summer.  Funding had been made available for equipment for the Car Project.  Proposals to develop a Green Gym Health Project had not been funded and alternative ways of ensuring a link between health and the environment were being examined.  Details were given of activities scheduled for the period September to December, 2005. 

Mr. Docherty thanked the Campaign for their support in securing funding for the conservation activities at the Queensmire Dam but expressed concern about delays in implementing the works.  Mr. Jones explained that delays in securing match funding had affected the programme.  Mr. Schultz confirmed that a revised timetable would be issued to Swinton and Pendlebury Anglers.

In response to questions from Members Mr. Schultz reported on actions taken to secure the involvement of young people who did not normally participate in activities.  Councillor Lea hoped that this process would not overlook the youngsters who were willing to take part.

Mr. Thompson reported on activities which PACE had undertaken by utilising the Clifton Territorial Army Unit as part of their initiative to establish links with the local community. These included shoring up the embankment of the River Irwell.

RESOLVED:
THAT the report be noted.

35.
PRIVATE SECTOR ASSISTANCE POLICY REVIEW
David Heaney submitted a report containing details of a policy which was being developed to make available financial assistance to help residents maintain or purchase their property.  Details were given of the range of loans, the type of assistance which was to be made available and ways in which independent financial advice could be obtained.

In response to a question from the Chair Mr. Heaney confirmed that the new policy would supplement, rather than replace, existing schemes to, for example, subsidise insulation costs.  The Chair suggested that the success of the home buy procedures would be dependent upon an expanding availability of housing stock which did not exist in the city.  Mr. Heaney replied that the policy was a long-term measure based upon calculations of likely developments in the future.

36.
BUDGET SUB-GROUP
The Neighbourhood Manager submitted schedules containing (a) the decisions made, under authority delegated in Minute 17(5) of 14th June, 2005, by the Budget Sub-Group at their meeting on 26th July, 2005, (b) recommendations made by the Sub-Group at their meeting on 23rd August, 2005, (c) the financial position statement as at 15th August, 2005 and (d) a letter from the Swinton and Pendlebury Anglers thanking the Committee for their support on the Queensmere Dam Environment Day.

The Committee congratulated the Pendlebury Coyotes on their success (which the Committee had helped to fund) in the World Amateur In-Line Roller Hockey Championships.  The team came second in the European Cup held in the Sheffield Arena, won the Portland Cup and came second in the play-offs for the Amateur Championships, having beaten the Great Britain and England teams.  Mr. Camilleri reported on events to the Committee and asked for support in securing the use of the Council logo by the Pendlebury Coyotes.

Members noted the content of the latest issue of the newsletter of the Swinton Open Space Community Association which had been funded by the Budget Sub-Group.

RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the decisions made by the Budget Sub-Group under delegated authority as set out in appendix A to these minutes be noted.
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(2) THAT the applications for funding be dealt with as set out in appendix B to these minutes.
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(3) THAT the financial position statement as at 15th August, 2005, be noted.

37.
COMMUNITY ACTION PLAN (CAP) : PRIZE DRAW
The Neighbourhood Manager reported that, as part of the consultation exercise on the CAP, participants had been invited to take part in a prize draw by stating their priorities for inclusion in the Plan.  

The Chair drew the winning entry (  for a £50 contribution from the Devolved Budget  towards their funds)  which had been submitted by the Beechfarm Residents’ Association.

Members were reminded that the next meeting of the Community Committee would concentrate on the CAP and that the formulation of the CAP would give the Committee the opportunity to draw attention to issues in Swinton which Members felt were too large a  scale to be funded under the devolved budget and should, instead, be met from the Council’s overall budget.  Details were given of the provisional arrangements for consultation on the budget for 2006/07.  It was likely that each Member would receive an individual questionnaire on the subject and that there would be also a number of public meetings - one being provisionally scheduled for 6.00 p.m., on 26th October, 2005, at the Salford Civic Centre.
