APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillor Derek Antrobus and Frank Arnold, Christine Sigurnjak and Maureen Wilkinson.

53.
MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 11th October, 2005, were approved as a correct record subject to apologies for absence being recorded on behalf of Marlene Goode and Debbie Weston.

54.
POLICE ISSUES

D.C. John Lonsdale reported on an investigation which was underway into an attack which had occurred in the vicinity of Victoria Park on 24th November, 2005.  The incident, whilst serious, was not typical.  Compared to the same period in 2004 Swinton Town Centre showed a decline in crime such as burglaries although an increase in vehicle crime.  Inspector Hughes reported that incidents in Long Street had declined as a result of partnership working and gave an update on the effect of the Dispersal Order. In response to comments from Members who had been unable to secure a response from the “Crimestoppers Hotline” she agreed to check the system.  The Committee discussed the provision of Community Support Officers in the Eccles Field area and the need for such officers to be a visible presence.  

55.
SWINTON CAR CLUB

Representatives of the Swinton Car Club attended the meeting to thank the Committee for contributing to the funding of the project and outlined the benefits which participants had received as a result of taking part.  They particularly thanked the Neighbourhood Manager, officers of the Youth Partnership and the Police Service and Councillor McIntyre for their help.  Members were very pleased to be given details of this successful project and congratulated the representatives on their achievements.

56.
VENUE FOR FUTURE MEETINGS

Members referred to the success of the October meeting which had been held at the Swinton High School.  It was reported that the Committee’s appreciation of the hospitality, talent and hard work of the pupils and staff of the high school had been conveyed to the headteacher, John Biddlestone.  He had invited the Committee to hold another meeting at the school and Members discussed whether to accept this invitation and also whether to approach other schools in the area and see if they would be willing to host a meeting of the Community Committee.


RESOLVED:
THAT the invitation to hold a further meeting at the Swinton High School be accepted and that the other high schools in the area be asked to see if they would be willing to host a meeting of the Committee as part of their citizenship module.  

57.
SWINTON DETACHED YOUTH WORKERS

Officers of the Detached Youth Workers Team gave an update on their activities.  The Team had identified areas where problems arose and taken action to deter groups of young people in these areas from risk taking and anti-social behaviour by offering positive alternatives and organising events and activities.  Options for the future included encouraging participation in a Youth Panel, securing accreditation for the activities undertaken by participants and providing residential activities.  It was hoped also to expand the areas covered by the Team.


Whilst welcoming the activities of the Team the Area Co-ordinator and Neighbourhood Manager expressed concern that Groundwork, Salford and Trafford had not kept to a commitment to supplement these activities in Clifton with a Youth Worker to enable the Team to cover other parts of Swinton.  Mr. Schultz reported that the Groundwork Officer had been established but been committed to undertaking research so as to secure funding for future activities.


RESOLVED:
THAT the Area Co-ordinator organise a meeting between appropriate officers (e.g. the Neighbourhood Manager, the Youth Workers), Ward Councillors and representatives of Groundwork Salford and Trafford to determine the best way of deploying resources of the various agencies in the Clifton area.  

58.
REVIEW OF COMMUNITY FACILITIES IN SWINTON

Russell Bernstein submitted a report indicating that, in response to a suggestion from a local residents’ group, the Overview and Scrutiny Team would be undertaking a review to identify the community facilities within the Swinton area so as to determine if they accommodated the needs of the community within the available capacity.  The review would be undertaken by a Local Commissioning Panel comprising Elected Members from the Swinton area and local community representatives with support from the Scrutiny Team and other officers as appropriate.  The report on the findings of the Panel would be produced by 31st March, 2006.

59.
MASTERPLAN FOR THE NEWLANDS/LIVIA PROJECTS

Tim Jones gave a presentation on the Newlands/LIVIA masterplan.  He explained that the Newlands was part of a countrywide project to create new economic environments through woodlands by reclaiming underused and neglected land.  The criteria used to select sites confirmed that the LIVIA was appropriate.  Mr. Jones outlined actions taken to date in the area including site investigations, community consultation, preliminary negotiations and identifying landowners.  The presentation made a comparison between sites before and after works were undertaken and included details of the challenges which had to be faced in the future.  The masterplan proposed the establishment of a major countrypark in the area and greater focus on recreational activities.  It was hoped to submit a programme proposal in January, 2006, to draw down funding and significant match funding was being generated via partners such as the Environment Agency, the Coalfield Communities Programme and Council funding. Early expenditure would be made on improving access and key gateways and recreational routes.


Members thanked Mr. Jones for his presentation.  Councillor B.J. Lea drew attention to the poor condition of footpaths in the vicinity of Silverdale and Dover Road. Mr. Jones confirmed that improving recreational routes would be a priority of the project but there were constraints limiting immediate action such as securing the co-operation of landowners.  Mr. Camilleri suggested that, if improvements could not be undertaken immediately, the footpaths should be gritted in icy weather.  

60.
COALFIELD COMMUNITIES CAMPAIGN

Anton Schultz gave a presentation on the Coalfield Communities Campaign - which sought to regenerate areas where former coalfields were located .  The project was funded by a range of partners and sought to promote activities which benefited public health and security.  In Salford the campaign focused on Clifton Green and the surrounding estates.  It was directed by a Steering Group, which monitored and reviewed progress, and Groundwork Salford and Trafford which undertook day to day management.


To date consultations had been undertaken to identify areas of concern and determine actions.  These ranged from geographical areas (e.g. the Green) to issues such as safety and the need for facilities for young people.  The community had expressed interest in participating.  As a result the project had financed the refurbishment of the Clifton Resource Centre, the installation of CCTV on the Green and three community events. Priorities for the future including further refurbishments around the resource and community centres and the establishment of a Young Persons Panel to secure the participation of such people in regenerating the area and a Community Group to work with the Panel.

61.
FAIR TRADE FORTNIGHT - “GUARANTEEING A BETTER WORLD FOR THIRD WORLD PRODUCERS”

Councillor Norbert Potter gave a presentation (a) describing how the purchase of Fair Trade mark products ensured a better deal for growers in developing countries by guaranteeing fair prices and an additional social premium, (b) indicating that, as a result of actions taken to promote the purchase of such goods, Manchester and Salford had been awarded joint “Fair Trade Town” status and (c) outlining ways in which individuals could participate by purchasing fair trade goods or encouraging their employers or groups to do so and raising awareness by displays and articles.  Councillor Potter responded to suggestions that fair trade goods were more expensive than other produce by indicating that such higher costs were only marginal.  Councillor Cullen reported on his experiences which suggested that the efforts to raise awareness of the benefits of fair trade were having an effect.

62.
BUDGET SUB-GROUP

The Neighbourhood Manager reported that (a) the application from Groundwork Manchester, Salford and Trafford for a grant towards sessional workshops (Minute  49 of 11th October, 2005) had been withdrawn, (b) following consultation with the Budget Sub Group in July an additional allocation, amounting to £ 4,568.50 , had been  made from the Voluntary Sector Budget to the Swinton Car Club for visits to race circuits, travel  and insurance , (c) the Club had given notice that they had not been able to use the grant, and had offered to return the funds or use part of them for another purpose and return the balance and (d) after the October meeting an application had been received from the Valley Residents’ Over 50’s Group for a contribution towards their Christmas celebrations and, in view of the time limitations, the Area Co-ordinator had authorised a grant.


She submitted schedules containing (i) recommendations made by the Budget Sub-Group at (or, in the case of late applications, after and in consultation with Members) their meeting on 29th November, 2005, (ii) the financial position statement as at 22nd November, 2005, and (iii) a summary of the uses made by various groups of grants paid in the past.  


Councillor Cullen declared an interest in the application from the Helping Hands project referred to in Appendix A to these minutes and took no part in discussions on that item.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT the withdrawal of the application from Groundwork Manchester, Salford and Trafford for funding towards the cost of sessional workshops be noted.

UTILISATION OF FUNDS FROM FILMING IN THE AREA

Mr. Wilde reported that, when Granada Studios paid compensation for inconvenience arising from filming in cemeteries, the funds were allocated to the Friends of Cemeteries and used to make improvements to the cemeteries.  He asked, therefore, whether this principle could be extended so that funds paid for filming in and around Thorn Road could be directed towards road improvements in that area.  The Area Co-ordinator agreed to look into the suggestion but pointed out that cemeteries were in private ownership so that the payment amounted to a licence fee whereas highways were in public ownership and a fee might not be paid to the Council but rather to homeowners to compensate for inconvenience.
