MEMBERSHIP OF THE COMMUNITY COMMITTEE

The Chair extended a warm welcome to Councillor John Ferguson who had been elected to represent the Pendlebury Ward and was attending his first meeting of the Committee.

APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

Apologies for absence were submitted on behalf of Councillors Cooke and Lea and Maureen Wilkinson.

83.
MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 10th February, 2009, were approved as a correct record and it was agreed that the Budget Sub-Group should reconsider the application from the Valley Management Committee for food cost and room hire in the light of the additional information which had been provided.

84.
PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY AT CLIFTON COUNTRY PARK

Christine Sigurnjak asked the Committee to support a proposal to develop an underused asset at Clifton Country Park.  She suggested that it would be possible to open a bridge at the top end of the arena for use by horse riders and so  reduce the need for such riders to travel along the A666.  A meeting had taken place with the Council’s engineers in 1998 and the type of work required had been ascertained.  The bridge had been included in the Public Rights of Way Improvement Plan in 2007 but was not specified for action until 2014.

RESOLVED:
THAT the Neighbourhood Manager arrange for this issue to be raised at the Environment Task Group.

POLICE ACTIVITIES ON THE VALLEY ESTATE

In response to questions from Members Sergeant Kirby reported on actions taken to deal with anti-social behaviour on the Valley Estate. Two new PCSOs had been assigned to the estate. An ongoing operation which had resulted in the arrest of two people had caused a reduction in the number of burglaries. An evaluation of the effectiveness of the operation would be undertaken .

DISTURBANCES AT THE DEANS YOUTH CLUB

Mr. Schofield reported that a minority of youths were causing damage, noise nuisance and vandalism by riding motorcycles in the area around the Deans Youth Club on Salisbury Road.


RESOLVED:
(1) THAT Sergeant Kirby arrange for the PCSOs to contact Mr. Schofield direct and address his concerns.




(2) THAT Denee Cassidy arrange for the Claremont/Weaste Detached Youth Team to liaise with the young people to ascertain the type of services which they would like to see in their neighbourhood. 




(3) THAT the Neighbourhood Manager examine options for replacing the damaged fencing and posts at the Youth Club.

DISTURBANCES ON BLANTYRE STREET

Sergeant Kirby was sympathetic to reports of disturbances caused by youths on the Blantyre Street Estate.  Police Officers had confiscated alcohol but otherwise the behaviour of the youths was not sufficient to justify any action being taken.  Mike Johnston reported that the derelict buildings at which the youths congregated were to be converted by Salix Homes into properties which were likely to be more attractive to tenants.  The Chair acknowledged that Salix Homes had shown a positive commitment to the area by way of practical actions such as increased street cleaning.

PROPOSED REVISIONS TO THE BUS GATE ON CROMWELL ROAD, SWINTON

(Previous Minute 74 - 10th February, 2009)

Councillor Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, reported that he had met with the Swinton High School’s Council and arranged for the proposed bus gate scheme to be revised so as to address their concerns.

ACTIVITIES OF THE SALFORD ROYAL TRUST

John Willis gave a range of statistics of relevance to the Salford Royal Hospital Trust.  Half of the staff of the hospital resided in Salford and the business plan included a commitment to increase this level.  Hope Hospital was the top performing hospital in the North West and was in the top 4% in the country.  A £200M redevelopment project was to be completed in 2012.  The hospital was a Foundation Trust whose members were drawn from the community and partner agencies.  The Committee welcomed Roy Harding from the Foundation Trust and hoped that future discussions at the Community Committee would include an assessment of how well the Trust promoted healthy lifestyles and the preventative aspects of the Health Service.

UPDATE ON THE LIVIA PROJECT

Andy Glover gave a verbal report on activities undertaken as part of the LIVIA project including (a) the completion of the improvement works at the Queensmere Dam, (b) the creation of 8 km of new footpaths and the improvement of a further 2 km, (c) the installation of new access controls, a play area and two climbing boulders, (d) the undertaking of 20 hectares of woodland management and of habitat creation and management and (e) the undertaking of comprehensive community engagement and working with volunteer organisations.

The final phase of the LIVIA project would involve habitat and wild flowers creation and tree planting on the Robin Hood sidings, tree planning on Lumns Lane and the installation of 11 benches along the LIVIA way.

OUTCOME OF THE “LOVE YOUR NEIGHBOURHOOD” WEEK

(Previous Minute 75 - 10th February, 2009)


The Neighbourhood Manager submitted a report evaluating the Love Your Neighbourhood events which had taken place in a unit on Swinton Precinct from 16th to 21st February, 2009.  The report (a) specified the aims which the event sought to achieve, (b) described how the event had been promoted, (c) listed the agencies and groups which had been involved, (d) set out responses which participants had made to consultations undertaken to ascertain the issues which were of greatest concern, (e) indicated that the information gathered during the event would be fed into the Community Action Plan for presentation to the next meeting of the Community Committee and (f) indicated that a follow-up event was planned for summer, 2009.


A banner prepared by the community artists depicting a street scene and representations of local facilities which was displayed at the meeting was to be shown  in the Swinton Library.

Councillor Martin O’Neill, who had taken part in the event, confirmed that it had been a good way of making contact with those residents who did not normally participate in organised activities.  The Councillor hoped to take part in discussions with appropriate partners on the future of the Swinton Precinct.  


Mr. Sheridan felt that the event had been very successful but that any future events needed to be better promoted and in a bigger venue.


Councillor Joe Murphy, Lead Member for Service Development/Neighbourhoods, thanked the Committee for their innovation in setting up the Love Your Neighbourhood event and the officers for their hard work in making it such a success.

DEVOLVED HIGHWAYS BUDGET - UPDATE

The Neighbourhood Manager submitted a report (a) setting out the current position of the highway schemes which the Community Committee had agreed should be funded under the devolved highways capital and revenue budgets in 2007/08 and 2008/09 and (b) indicating the actions to be taken with regard to other schemes which the Committee had approved but which had not yet been implemented.


Mrs. Smith circulated request forms and encouraged Members to submit suggestions for future highways projects.  


Councillor Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, reminded Members that the revenue funding could not be carried forward into another financial year and encouraged them to treat such smaller schemes as a priority.  He drew attention to the success of the flashing road signs in encouraging drivers to reduce vehicle speed.

YOUTH UPDATE

Denee Cassidy, Area Youth Work Manager, reported that discussions had taken place with young people and voluntary organisations with regard to the establishment of a Youth Forum.  Engagement with the Youth Council’s of local schools had, however, been less successful.  Bids had been submitted to various agencies for funding for training and equipment.


Particular success had been achieved by youngsters in the Clifton area who had undertaken a campaign to raise awareness of problems of alcohol abuse amongst young people. The  “You Booze You Lose” posters designed by the youngsters had been displayed on local bus stops and a film was nearing completion for launch at The Lowry at 7.00 p.m. on 27th May, 2009, and later for issue as part of a promotional pack.  Ms. Cassidy thanked the Committee for their positive support on this project and agreed to examine options for rolling it out into other areas.  


Members were concerned about an unexplained two month delay in the opening of the Clifton Youth Centre.

The Committee expressed their congratulations to the pupils on their achievement and hoped that it would be possible to display the posters locally.

Councillor Antrobus drew attention to the introduction of a puffin crossing outside the post office on Chorley Road, Swinton, which was intended to promote pedestrian safety.
