RECOMMENDATIONS :

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY : 

Barton Moss Secure Care Centre is secure accommodation provided in accordance with section 25 of the Children Act 1989 and the Children (Secure Accommodation) Regulations 1991. Together these require that any children’s home provided for the purposes of restricting the liberty of children must be approved by the Secretary of State for Health.

Approval is given for three years and the review of approval includes a triennial inspection by the Social Services Inspectorate. Inspections are supplemented by annual monitoring visits.

Barton Moss received a triennial inspection in 2001. It has been issued with approval for a further three years. In addition, the Social Services Inspectorate provides a report of the inspection.

A copy of the report is provided for Scrutiny Committee together with a copy of the management action plan prepared in response to the sixteen recommendations of the Inspection.
