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LIFT Developments in Salford
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What is NHS LIFT?

LIFT (Local Investment Finance Trust) is a new way for the local NHS to provide buildings.  Salford PCT (Primary Care Trust) is a LIFT site and we are planning a number of new developments right across the City.

What Has Already Been Agreed?

A number of decisions have already been reached through a variety of ways after consultation with a large number of organisations and individuals.

· Salford PCT will be involved in LIFT

· LIFT will be used to fund the development of the SHIFT project Primary Care Centres (now known as Local Centres for Health and Social Care).

· LIFT will be used to fund the NDC health focus group plans for new facilities in Lower Kersal and Charlestown .

· Four Local Centres for Health and Social Care will be built in the town centre areas of Swinton, Eccles, Walkden and Pendleton.  These centres will provide some more specialised, city-wide, services as well as local ones.

· A further four centres will be built in the areas of Little Hulton, Ordsall , Irlam and Cadishead and Broughton and Blackfriars.  These will have more facilities than a traditional health centre but will mainly serve the local population.

· That Salford City Council and Salford PCT  will work together to develop joint services and facilities where it is in the best interests of local people.

What Is Yet To Be Decided?

· Exactly which services and facilities will be provided from each centre.

· Exactly which sites the new centres will be built on.

· Which parts of the city should be considered for LIFT projects in the future

What Are The Next Steps?

· An option appraisal is being carried out for the four town centre projects to identify

· The possible sites available

· The advantages and disadvantages of each site

· Which might be the best site

· Discussion with local residents, workers and service providers as to how they can become involved in the planning of services and facilities in each of the centres.
