Question 3

Is there scope for some development overlooking the green sward which might fund improvements and/or enhance the use of that space?

Question 4

Is the level of surface car-parking detrimental to Swinton’s streets? Would multi-storey parking with groundfloor uses be better?

Question 5

Which are the streets where parking is a problem? What measures should be put in place to resolve the problems that exist today? What measures need to be taken to prevent any new developments causing similar problems?

Question 6

Do thoroughfares such as Station Road, Partington Lane, Swinton Hall Road, Wellington Road, Chorley Road, need to be made more attractive? Are there other routes to consider?

What measures would make the town centre streets safer?

Question 8

Do we need a consistent design for street furniture (lampposts, bins, benches etc) in the town centre? If so, have you any suggestions (for example, have you seen designs in other parts of the city or in other towns that you’d like to see in Swinton)?
