FESTIVAL: MANCHESTER

In the period 25th to 31st August, 2003, approximately 10,000 young people from churches around the country will be taking part in a range of social projects in the Manchester area.  Festival Action Teams, of about 25 people, working in conjunction with local churches, residents’ associations, the police and the local authority will undertake such projects.


In the Swinton area a team will be undertaking a project on the Poets estate.  This will comprise a series of practical actions - tidying gardens, picking up litter and renovating some parts of the estate.  The resident’s association are clarifying the work to be done and are considering organising skips and additional volunteers.  Salford City Council is supporting the project by providing skips and rubbish collections to help clear the site.  The Council will also make available limited equipment such as high visibility jackets for the volunteers and fire extinguishers for the marquee.


Whilst the Festival might not be able to undertake a project in all parts of Swinton residents can enjoy events in other parts of the city.  A high-tech big top will host music events at the David Lewis Recreation Ground in Broughton.  The event will end on the weekend of 30th and 31st August, with a free outdoor music festival at Heaton Park.  This event will cater for the entire family and include:

· A children's area with game booths, arts and crafts, bouncy castles etc.

· A skateboard park including displays from skaters.

· A vintage and extreme car show.

· An international food court.
