NOTE TO THE SWINTON COMMUNITY 
COMMITTEE: 14th October 2003

The Swinton Open Space Community Association has submitted a formal notice of  motion  to the Committee. The purpose of this note is to set out the procedures which are followed in considering such proposals so as to minimise any confusion at the meeting. Members should note that the Head of Law and Administration has confirmed that the notice is valid and may be considered:-

1. Mr Wilde will propose the motion and ask for it to be seconded.

2. If a voting member of the Committee does not second the motion it will not be discussed. The seconder is not disqualified from taking part in any debate. 

3. If there are no amendments proposed the motion will be put to a vote. Only those members nominated by an organisation or Ward Councillors will be entitled to vote.

4. A Member may, however, put forward an amendment to the motion. 

5. An amendment:

· Must not negate the original motion.

· Must refer to the issue under debate.

· Must make changes to the wording of the motion.

6.    Accordingly,the mover of an amendment must specify the wording and may not 

       move more than one amendment. The amendment must also seconded by a voting 

       Member.

7. If an amendment is carried it will replace original motion and further

amendments to it may be moved.  

8. At the close of the debate the mover of the motion has the right to reply. If an

amendment is moved :

· the Member who submitted the original motion will be able to reply at the end of the debate on the amendment but not otherwise speak on the amendment. 

· The mover of an amendment will not have the right to reply to the debate on this amendment.

9. So as to ensure there is time to conduct business at the meeting Member should 

       generally speak on the motion / amendment.

10. At the conclusion of the debate those Members entitled will be asked to vote on  

       the motion or the amendment.
