Report of the Neighbourhood Co-Ordinator  to the Swinton Community Committee on the Art Factory Application

I visited the Art Factory in Bridgewater Mill , Eccles on 19thApril and

spoke with Adrian Wilkinson Chairperson.

They currently occupy space in the basement which is cold,very dark

and lacks basic facillities. They wish to rent space on the first floor

which are a huge improvement having n~turallight,kitchen,toilets and

other people on the same floor.

They completed 2 applications because they were advised one would

go to Eccles and one to Swinton, but they are part of the same

project.

Basically they are providing rehearsal rooms for local bands to

practice.They supply all the equipment, musical

instruments,microphones,sound systems etc.

The rooms are free to new bands.

No such facility exists in Salford.There are facilities in Manchester

and Bolton but they do charge for hire.

Currently if a band sets up they hire a room at a community centre

or pub for approximately 20-30 pounds a session

The Art Factory also provides tutor workshops on drums and vocals.

They also wish to provide a demo record for groups to send out to

record companies etc.These cost 500 each.They do not attract

royalties if successful.

The Art Factory is a not for profit organisation and have made

applications to several organisations but have not heard anything.

Their main priority is the rent for the first floor premises.

Currently 15 -20 people from Swinton access the service in 3 or 4

bands.

The proportion of the application allocated to Swinton to fund is

2,150. Should the Budget Group wish to specify they could fund;

. the demo records for the Swinton bands of 1,500.

. Half the lease deposit and 3 months lease amount of 1,250.

. Music equipment 1,800

. Paint 200

. Computer system 500
