SWINTON COMMUNITY COMMITTEEE

1. Purpose of Item

To draw members attention to the consultation draft of the Claremont-Weaste Neighbourhood Plan.

2. Claremont Weaste Neighbourhood Plan

The draft Neighbourhood Plan sets out the vision for the Claremont Weaste Community Committee area (covering Claremont and Weaste and Seedley wards) for the next 15-20 years. The Plan translates a range of city-wide policies and initiatives to the local level and highlights areas for potential investment and is intended to reflect local comments and priorities. The  draft plan may be particular interest to members of the Swinton Community Committee as it includes  criteria for the redevelopment of the  Royal Manchester Children's Hospital part of which is in Swinton.
The plan will be used as a material consideration in determining planning applications and will influence the  future actions of Salford City Council and its partners within this important area of the City of Salford. The document is being prepared as non statutory planning guidance, but lies within the planning policy framework established by Regional Spatial Strategy and the City of Salford Unitary Development Plan The documents that are the subject of this consultation are:
